Well Disasters.

A fatal accident happened on the place ot
Albert Eshenbaugh, in Clay twp., last Tues-
day morping. Mr. James Day, a younyg wman
zbout 20 years of age, and a son of Mr. John
Day of thet township, had dug a well for Mr.
Eshenbaugh, sud by Mouday evening had it
walled nearly to the top. It rained Monday
pigh’, making the mud around the weli very
«lippy, and shortly after Mr. Day and Mr,

enbaugh went to the well on Tuesday
morning, Mr. Day made a mis-step, and was
thrown headloa 7 ipto it, struek his bead on
the walls going down, susk to the bottom,
and did not rire. The well was thirty feet
deep, and there wasabout fifteen feet of water
stapdipg in it. Mr. E. secured help, and
rappling irons as soon as possible, and the
y was recovered,

This disaster recalls the one that bappen-
ed in the adjoinivg towuship of Cherry, 25
years ago, Two brothers pamed James and
Jopathan Chrictie, lived on adjoining farms,
snd bad duga wellon James’ place 40 feet
deep, which was entirely dry. Some time
after, one of the brothers bad occasion to use
the pick, when it was discovered that it bad
been left at the bottom of the dry well, so he
gnho otber to help him get 1t. James got

the bucket and was lowered to the bottom
of the dark aud deep well by Jonatkan, but

me pocovscious immediately and Jona-
an could get no word from Lim, so be got
elp a8 quick!y as possible, and bad himself
jpowered jutg the wall, byt be a}so became un-
eonsciogs, and [ell from the hucket with one
foot remaiping caught in it. The other men
drew him up nearly to the top, when the
bucket collapsed aod he fell beadlong to the
ttom.
