LEGAL NEWS.

THE BABY CASE.

The genius of Solomon in discovering the
true mother in a celebrated baby case is r.-
corded in the Book of Books, the genius of

Monks, Wendell Hickey,
Mrs. Matilda Doerr, Absalom Mogksaad Mrs
Catharine Harbison,on Satarday morgiag, or
as soon as the steaographer caa furaish him
with the notes of the evidence.

Mr. Bowser excepted to the granting of the
rule, and Mr. Galbreatb objeciel to the first
writ of habeas corpus, being ineorporated ia
the evidence. The Court over-ralel him, he
wok an exception, and the case ended for the
present.
