I
CHicaGo, Nov. 6.—The celis of,
the seven cocdemned Anarchists in |
the county jail were searched today
and four loaded bombs were found |
bidden away io a wooden box which

Some time ago Sheriff ‘Matson de-
cided to search and clean out the cells
of the seven distinguished prisoners
and today was set for the examins-
tion. Word was sent by the Sheriff
to the friends of the condemaed, say-
ing that no admittance would be giv-
e to the jail, snd this morning the
entire force of Deputy Sheriffs report-
ed at the jail for duty. It was short-
ly after 9:30 o’clock when Lingg and
Engel were led from their cells to
the consultation cage and the search
began.
