He then said that if the farmers of
America raised a surplus aud were
forced to supply an over-stocked
market they mivht disturb their
mionds with echemes of foreign trade
But this is vot the cage. They enjoy
the benefit of protection—twenty per
cent. on live animals, one ceot a
pound on beef and pork, tweaty per
cent on mutton, twenty cents a bushel
on wheat, ten cents a bushel on corn,
rye, oats and barley, $2 a ton on hav,
fifteen cents a pound on stems and $1
8 pound on leaf tobacco, and are stim-
ulated to every exertion to supply the
warket arouud them

Aud yet we imported during the
vear ending Japuary 30th, 1877,
$213 973 334 worth of food and hve
animals, two millions and a half of
vegetables, two millions of dairy pro-
dacts, ninety thousand toos of bay,
pesrly eigbt millions of breadstuff,
aud vearly seventeea million pound-
of wool from the lesser civilized lands.

Whipping Horses Dangerous.

I woald caution those who train
or use horses, against exciting the ill-
will of the animal. Many thiok they
are doiog finely, and are proud of
their guccess in  horse training by
means of revere whipping, or other-
wise srousing and stimulating the
passions, snd then, from necessity,
cruching the will tbrcugh whieh the
resistance is prompied. No mistake
can be greater than this, and there is
nothing that 8o fully exnibits the
ability, judgment and ekill of the real
horseman, a3 the care and tact dis
plsyed in winning, instead of repell-
ing the action of the mind. Althongh
it may be necessary to use the whip
sometimes, it should always be ap
plied judiciously, and great care
xboud be taken not to rouse the pas-
gions or excite the will to obstina-
cy.
The legitimate and proper use of a
whip is calcalated to opaerate upon
the sense of fear almost entirely. The
affections and better nature must be
appesled to in training a horse, as
well a8 in training a child. A reproof
given may be intended for the good
of the child. but, if only the passions
are excited, the effect is depraving
and injurious This is a vital
principle, and can be disregarded in
the management of wensitive, cour
ageous horges, only at the immioent
risk of spoiling them. I bave known
many horses of naturally good char-
acter to be spoiled by whipping once;
and one horse that was vicious by be-
ing struck with a whip once, while
standing in ite stall.

Sensitive horses should never be
lefu after they have been excited by
the whip or other means, until ealmed
down by rubbing or pattinz the hend
or neck, and giving apples, sugar or
something of which the apimal i3
fond. Remewmber the whip mns: be
used with great care, or it is liable to
do mischief and may cause irreparable
injury.— Professor Manger.
