These men belong
to Fallston, Beaver connty, and to them
are attributed the many robberies that
have ocenrred in the Beaver Valley during
the past smamer. Detective Lazaus has
unearthed the following facts in regard to
the case

Shortly after the marder Elias Brewer, a
butcher, living near the head of Block
House run, shot at and thought he serions
ly wounded a man who had entered bhis
house. Suspicion fastened on Bromley or
y, 4s he wrote to his mother a few

days later saying he had met with an peci-
dent by which he lost the vse of his lower
limbs. This was one of the clues on which
Detective Lazarus worked for many days
without success. The fact that the mur
dever or murderers disappeared without
leaving a single trace in their wake, fast
ened fiis attention and almost caused him
to despair.

The other day Brady dropped a note or
letter to hLis fellow prisoner and accomplice,
Brown, in the penitentiary, which was in-
tercepted by one of the keepers and turned
over to Warden Wright. The warden at
once seut the letter, which proved to be an
admission of the erime of murder, to Laza-
rus. The letter is as follows:

“Fred, T see that they have given that
murder up. I know that Beaver Falls po-
lice are no good, nor old Ike. The papers
say that it remains a deep, dark mystery.
It was a good thing that lus head was
taken off, for they can’t identify him; we
are all right. They will think that some
doctors took it to practice on. The other
night I dreamed T saw him before me. 1
jumped very near out of bed. I tried to
forget it, but I cannot. Tt still comes up
inmy mind. Does it bother you any? But
keep up in good heart and we will he all
right. They say that no effort will be
made any more. We are all right. No
body knows it, only yourself, that's all.
