It
araigns him almost as severely as District
Attorney Graham did weeks ago It con-
demns him almost as strongly as did Judge
Wilson. The fact that a Grand Jury had
anticipated the convention in indicting
John Bardsley; that a Councilmanic Com
mittee controlled by Republicans, and
with the aid of a Republican Mayor, had
got together the evidence against him;
that a Republican District Attorney prose-
euted him and a Republican Judge sent-
enced him, counted for nothing with this
convention. That the Republicans found
a rascal among them and punished him
severely is supposed, some how or other,
to inure to the leredit of the Demcracy,
and they plume themselves accordingly.

The public will not be deceived. Party
connection is no test of personel honesty.
