Of his proposition to divide the comntry
into postal districts, Mr. Wanamaker says
its adoption can only be a question of time.
Each district would be put in charge of a
postal supervisor or director, and the
regular inspectors of the department should
assist these supervisors, as they might be
needed. The district supervisor could act
under rules, without reference to the de-
partment at Washington and without use
less delay. The department would come
directly in touch with the postal employes,
and they in turn would be better in touch
with the people served.

THE MESSAGE.

President Harricon’s last message to
Congress was read in both houses, Tuesday
afternoon. It is an interesting document,
gives a complete review of the business of
the National Government during the past
year, fully states the condition of the
Treasury, deals largely with industrial
questions, and makes but few recommen-
dations other than those regarding our
immigration and quarantine laws

From the message we make the follow-
ing extracts:

To the Senate and House of Represent-
atives:
' In submitting my annual message to
Congress I have great satisfaction in being
able to say that the general condition af-
fecting the commercial and industrial in-
terests of the United States are in the
highest degree favorable. A comparison
of the existing conditions with those of the
most favored period in the history of the
country wil), I believe, show that so high
& degree of prosperity and so general a dif-
fasion of the comforts of life were never
before enjoyed by our people.
The total wealth of the country in 1860
was $16,159,606,065. In 1890 it amounted
to $62,610,000,000, an increase of 287 per
cent. The total mileage of railways in the
United States in 1860 was 30,626; in 1890 it
was 167,741, an increase of 448 per cent.,
and it is estimated that there will be about
40,000 miles of track added by the close of
the year, 1892. The official returns of the
eleventh census and those of the tenth
census for 75 leading cities furnish the
basis for the following comparisons: in
1880 the capital invested in manufacturing
was $1,232,839,670. In 1890 the capital
invested in manufacturing was $2,900,735-
884. In 1880 the number of employes was
1,301,388. In 1890 the number of employes
was 2,251,134. Iu 188Q the wages earned
were $5,019,650,778. In 1890 the wages
earned were $1,221,170,454.

QUARANTINE RULES.

. The subject of quarantine regulations,
inspection and control was brought sud-
denly to my attention by the arrival at our
ports in August last of vessels infected
with cholera. Quarantine regunlations
thould be uniform at all our ports. Under
the constitution they are plainly within
the exclusive federal jorisdiction when and
lo'fh’l’ as Congress shall legislate. In my
P , the whole sabj hould be taken
into national control and ample power
given to the executive to protect our
g:oplu against lplme invasions. On

ptember 1 last I approved regulations
establishing a 20-day quarantine for all

veasels bringing immi, ts from forei
ports. This order will be continued %:
force. Some loss and suffering have re

sulted to passengers, but a duc care for the
bomes of our people justify in such cases
the utmost precaution. There is danger
eﬁl‘ with the oomi;g lot‘ spring cholera

appear and a liberal appropria-
tion mﬂ go made at this :auic?x? u‘: en-
able our guarantine and post officers to ex-

clude the deadly plague. But the most
careful sud swringeut gquarantine reguls-

tions may not be sufficient absolutely to
exclude the disease. The progress of
medical and sanitary science has been
such, however, that if approved precau-
tions are taken at once to_put all of our
cities and towns in the best sanitary con-
dition and provision is made for isolating
any sporadic cases, and for a thorough dis-
infection, an epidemic can, T am sure, be
avoided. This work appertains to the local
authorities and the responsibility and the
penalty will be agpaum,z it it is neglected
or undaly delayed.

RESTRICT IMMIGRATION.

We are peculiarly subject in our great
ports to the spead of infectious diseases by
reason of the fact that unrestricted immi-
gration brings to us out of Earopean cities,
in the overcrowded steerages of great
steamships a large number of persons
whose surroundings make them easy
vietims of the plague. This consideration
as well as these affecting the political
ward, and industrial interests of our couc-
try leads me to renew the suggestion that
Sminion to our country aud to the high
privileges of its citizenship, should be
more restricted aad more careful. We
bave, I think, a right and owe a duty to
our own people, and especially to our
working people, not only to keep out the
vicious, the ignorant,the civil disturber,
the pauper, and the contract 1aborer,but to
check the too great flow of immigration
now coming by farther limitations.

WANAMAKER'S INDUSTRY.

The remarkable increase in revenues in
the nnmber of postoffices and mail carriage
farnish fart! er evidence of the high state
of prosperity which our people are enjoy-
ing. ew offices mean new hamlets and
towns, new routes mean the extension of
onr border settlements, and increased rev-
enues mean an active commerce. The
postmaster eneral reviews the whole per-
iod of his administration ot the office and
brings some of his statistics down to the
month of November last. The postal rev
enues have increased during the last year
nearly $5,000,000. The deficit for the
year ending June 30 1805, is $848,341 less
than the deficiency of the preceding year.

.The deficiency of the present fiscal year
it is estimated will be reduced to $1,552,
423, which will not only be extinguished
during the next fiscal year, but a sarplus
of nearly one million dollars should then
be shown.

SILVER PURCHASES.

During the last fiscal year the Secretary
nrchased under the act of July 14, 1890,
24,355,748 ounces of silver, and issued in
ayment therefore $51,196,608 in uotes
g‘he total purchases since the passage of
the act have been 120,479,981 ounces, and
the aggregate of notes issued §116,783.599.
The average price paid for silver during
the year was 94 cents per ounce, the high-
est price being $1.023 July 1, 1891, gud
the lowest w§3 March 21, 1892. In view
of the fact that the monetary conference is
now sitting, and that no conclusion has
been reached, I withhold any recommen
dation as to legislation ngou the subject

The exhibit of the work of the executive
departments is submitted to Congress and
to the public, in the hope that there will
be found in it a due sense of responsibility
and an earnest purpose Lo maintain the
national honor and to promote the happi-
ness and pros{'erity of all our people. And
this brief exhibit of the %rowth and pros-

erity of the country will give us a level
rom which to note the increase or deca
dence that new legislative policies may
bring to us. There is no reason why the
national influence, power and prosperity
should not observe the same rates of
increase that have characterized the past
30 years. We carry the great impulse and
increase of these years into the futare.
There i* no reason why in many lines of
production we should not surpass all other
nations, a8 we bave already done in some.
There are no near {rontiers to our possible
development. Retrogression would be a
crime.

Is this kind of immigration desirable?
These men do not come here to live per-
manently. They do not bring their fam-
lies. But they are enabled by their meth-
od of living to save enough in a few months
to keep themselves and and their famlies
in Italy for a long time. One of these
mgn testified before the Congressional
Committe on Immigration, sitting in New
York. as follows:

At home I was a farmer. My&my was
10 cents a day and meals. Q eals for
yourself alone, or yourself and family ¥ A
No, the meals were for me and the family
fed on the 10 cents. Q No lodgings were
included, you had to lodge yourself? A.
I bad to bed myself. Q. When you land-
ed in this country were you in possession
of any money or property?! A. Notbing,
sir. No property. Q. Were you able to
live on this 10 cents a day in Italy and
three meals? A. Well, it was found to be
enough by taking care and paying as best
I counld.

It can easily be seen how great a sum
$200 is in Italy to sach a man. He gets
$1.35 here for the same amount of work for
which he was paid 24 cents without meals
in Italy. If be remained here and became
a citizen, that wou'd be quite a different
matter. But when he comes here to com-
pete with Americars, and then Chinese-
like takes himself and his earning to a for
eign country, it is quite evident that some-
thing should be done to discourage his re-
turn. Immigration of that kind i3 clearly
undesirable. — Philadelphia Press.

law gives your department power to ‘“ar
rest every keeper therof and every person
found therein, and to bring all such per
sons before the police magistrates of
city for examination and hearing,
each person found guilty after trial
be fined for each offense.”

Thiz law only convicts after ‘‘examina
tion and hearing,” and does not profess to
invest you or me with despotic power to
banish into the streets and make homeless

and
shall

and shelterless even women of ill fame
without ‘‘arrest, examination and hear-
ing.”

And even after coaviction upon
¢ examination and hearing” it does not
pose a sentence of ejectment from the
house, but a fine, and, in default of pay-
ment, imprisonment.

You cannot fail to see that your order of
Novembar 30, as reported to me by you, to
drive these women out upon the streets
and to close and keep closed the doors of
the houses, is not warranted by the law or
by anything in my communication of that
date directing you ‘‘to enforce the law
against all houses of ill repute.” Your
sole power in the premises, under the law,
i3 *‘to arrest every keeper and every per
son found in such houses, and take them
before the police magistrates for ‘‘examin-
ation and hearing,” your power under the
law is then exhausted and your duty fally
done

I am convinced that if you confine your
self to the simple discharge of your duty
as a sworn officer, from day to day, under
the power given yoa all houses of ill repute
will soon be closed, without any unauthor-
ized and illegal order from you to such ef-
fect. -

Inasmuch as these houses of shame have
for five years been allowed by your depart
ment to live and floarish, it would produce
cruel and unnecessary suffering to at once
and upon a few hours’ notice fill the patrol
wagon with prisoners, many of whom
would certainly be unable to pay their
fines.

As you have lod these women to believe
they could conduct their business in .this
city with safety, I would suggest that you
serve notice uron them that after a reason
able time, sufficient time to allow them to
arrange for shelter elsewhere. a week if
you please, you will enforce the law by ar
resting, from day to day, inmate or keeper
of snch houses, and leave it to the police
magistrates to inflict the sefitence of the
law upon such as may be found guilty. I
believe that if you pursue this course. the
only course within the line of your daty,
and the only course permitted by the law,
these houses will soon, very soon, disap
pear. Should this course not accomplish
the parpose, I beg to refer you to the act
of assembly approve March 31, 1869, P. L
394, which reads as follows:

~“If any shal! keep and maintain bawdy
house, ete., or shall knowingly let “or de
mise a house, or part thereef to be so |
he or she shall be guilty of a disdemeauor.
and on convicttion be sentenced to pay &
fine not exceeding $1,000, and to undergo
an imprisonment not exceeding two years,
