Protest of the Oil Producers.

An informal meeting, in which & number
of ent oil men participated, wa
held at the office of E. H. Jennings & Bros,
in Pittsburg last Thursday. The object of
the meeting was to discuss,from & produc-
ers’ standpoint, the placing of crude and
refined petrolium oil on the free Jist a8
proposed by the Wilson bill.

J. M. Guffey, P. M. Shannon, E. H. Jen.
nings, Bernard Forst, John Galloway an d
other represeutative oil m:n addressed the
meeting, sud all denounced the measure
in the most bitter terms.;

The meeting unanimously adopted &
protest which will be sent to Congress.
The recites that the development
of the Rustian oil fields, which are owned
by the Rothchilds, the Bakou Standard
Company, and the Noble Bros. has re-
cently attsined such proportions that the
quantity of oil produced there is now dou-
ble that of American fields; that these
Russian oils are produced at such low cost
thst they have already virtually driven the
American oil from foreign marketa, and if
the provisions of the Wilson bill, as now

. proposed, are now adopted, they must
immediately gain conirol of the American
market also, the inevitable result of which
will be the destruction of the American
oil business; that the importation of foreign
oils cannot result in any reciprocal ex-
change s commodities, for the reason that
the vessels used to carry oil cannot, owing
to their peculiar construction, be used for
the transporation of any other commodity,
and such a policy will result in the de-
struction of the home industry without
compensating advantages of our country.

The protest farther says: “‘We desire
to call your attention to the importance of
our industry by stating that couservative
estimates place the sum juvested in this
Commonwealth alone, in the production
of crude petrolenm, at $60,000,000—the an-
nual product at 29,000,000 barrels—the
value to the producer; st present low
prices, at more than $22,000,000 ava the
number of jpersons directly employcd at
15,000.

“We would earnestly urge upon the im-
portance of using every effort to defeat
this measare as proposed, and insist upon
the present duty, and if any change be
made, the daty should be increased, rather
than reduced.”

It was agreed that P. M. Shavnon,chair-
man of the committee, bave 1,000 copies
of the protest printed and placed in the
hands of all those interested _in defeating
the proposed measure. After to-day these
blank petitions for signatures can be
bad by applying to or addressing P. M.
Shannon, 108 Fourth avenue. After being
properly signed they will be returned to
Mr. Shannon, and he in tarn will forward
them to Washington.

Stubborn Facts.

All along the line the oil producers are
tuking vigorous action sgainst the propos-
al to pat petroloum on the free list. From
Pennsylvania, Obio, West Virginia, Wyo-
ming and California protests ars pouring
into Washington. Operators are becoming
thoroughly aroused to the danger that con-
fronts them, aud they do not mean to let
judgment go by default. The meetings in
0il City and Pittsburg voiced the general
feling, setting the ball rolling in goud
style. Yet the movement has only start-
ed. If success is to crown it, no effort
must be spared. The uewd is pressing, the
time is short and not & moment should
pass unimproved. Deluge Congress with
petitions and remonstrances to show that
the oil interests do not intend to be placed
in jeopardy without a meoly struggle for
self-preservation. Thst enlightened pub-
lic sentiment will be heartily with them
when the facts are ucderstood properly
cannot be doubted.

Never in its history has a graver exigen-
cy menaced the oil industry. While more
oil was exported last year than ever before,
Low was this accomplished? Look at these
figures, which give the exports for three
Gallons.

These figures are wonderfully significaut
Although the number of gallons increased,
see how (heir value dimivished. Compare
1890 and 1892. For forty-eight millions of
gallons more oil, sent abroad in 1893, ten
millions of dollars less were received. At
this rate of shrinkage, how long will it re-
quired to drive American oil from for-
eign markets? Is Russian oil not a formid-
able compeditor! To-day is supplies Ans-
tris with 100 per cent ot the kerosene used

in that country; Italy with 38 per cent,
Tarkey with 99 per cent, India with 62
per cent, France with 23 per cent, and
even England with 31 per cent. In the
face of all this, the Wilson bill coolly pro-
poses to wipe out the tarifl and let Russia
flood the United States with oil free of
daty! Could anything more stupid and
unpatriotic be conceived? The one fauit
with the existing arrangement is that the
tariff is too small and ought to be made
virtually prohibitory. 2 »

It is idle to under-rate “the quality of
Raussisn oil, to talk of it as unmerchant-
able and to argue tbat America has no-
thing to fear from the Baku fields. True.
the crude is inferior, as it comes from the
wells, to the Penusylvania article. Its
average yield is aboat 31 per cent, one-
balf the average here. Bat its volatile
propensities can be evaporated easily,
leaving & distillate which yields ninety
per cent of water-white oil, fit to burn in
any lamp on earth.  Besides this, ao ex-
cellent lubricant is obtained, equal to the
best in this Commonweaith, This dis-
tillate can be loaded on Russisn vessels
and landed in New York at about the
price of pipeage from Bradford to the At-
lantic coast! The Baku weils are sunk by
poor wretches whose wages ayerage nine-
teen cents & day.  Such is the labor with
which the petrolenm clause of the Wilson
bill would have American workmen com-
pete! Isn’t it time to calla balt and
either let petroleum al ne or increase the
tariff npon it ten-fold?

Within the past month the three
wealthy companies ownio g and operating
the Russian dis ricts have beon practically
merged into one.  Their object is to pre-
sent a united front and secure complete
coutrol of the European aud Asiatic
markets  Guvernaent assistance is to be
given, in providing adequate facilities for
transportation, to carry oat this project
and monopolize the trade. Shall the
American congress help this scheme of
spoilation by removing the svle barrier in
the way of putting the oil prodacers of five
States at the merey of the Rothsehilds?

There might be some consolation for
destroying the producers of this country,
were American consumers to derive a cor
responding benefit. ~What advantage, if
any. would the Jatter gain from the im
portation of Russiav 0il S0 low is the
price of refined, owiog largely to the utili-
zation of refuse formerly wasted, that it
coula be furnisbed very little cheaper, al-
though crude sold for nothing. Americau
vil is rieh in certain products which Ius
sian oil does not possess, hence it can be
refined more cheaply, beeanse other vala-
able ardeles derived irom it help to pay
the cest of manufacture.  For this reason,
among others, the ditference in price
the consumers would be really inappreci
able. Surely the most ardent advocate of
“tariff reform” would not desirs to bring
into effect a conditior of affairs utterly
disastrous to the oilmeos, withoat compen-
sating profit to the masses of American
consumers of Americau petrolenm.

This is the situation in s nutshell
Don’t waste time and breath denouncing
the movement as a “Standard job.”
Producing oil is merely a secondary brauch
of the Standard’s business, which is main-
ly refining. It Russian oil be brought to
X{ow York at & price lower than American,
tbe Standard can buy it, refine it there
and pipe tbe product to the iuterior  Pro-
ducers must not be misled by the raising
of any false issue It is upon them the
blow will fall, should petrolenm be put on
the free list and Russian vil be shipped to
the Atlantic const  The crisis should be
met Lravely, maofally and unitedly.

Got the Bomb-Thrower,

Paris, Dec. 10.—August Vaillant,
alias Marchal, & resident of the suburb
Choisy le Roi, an Anarchist, shrew a bomb
in the Chamber of Deputies yesterday. le
made a confession this morning.

The bomb was thrown while the Cham-
ber was engaged in routine proceedings,
The floor was filled with Ministers aud
Depauties, and the galleries were crowded
with spectators.

This man, Lunalilo, was “elected” under
certain forms and was specially urged to
quit his dissolute habits by way of main”
taining his kingly dignity. But there was
no Keeley care in Hawaii then,and be pro-
ceeded with truly royal disregard of the
proprieties to drink himself to death in a
year.
" Atthe suggestion of Mark Twain, ‘‘King
Bill,” Kalakana, Lunalilo’s son, succeeded
to the throne and the sideboard, and when
he dérauk himself to death in due course he
pamed his sister,Lilinokalani, as his suc-
Cessor.

She was the reputed wife at one time of
John Domina, a mongrel of American and
Kanaka decent, who seems to have been a
descent fellow deserving a Dbetter fate.
Death kindly released him long ago.

Since that time his Kanaka royal spouse
has led & dissolute life so openly in defi-
ance of decency that decency has ceased
to complain ofit. Her present paramour 18
one Wilson, a mongrel ot Kanaka and
Tahitan extraction, whom she made mar-
shal of the palace and practical ruler of the
realm.

Lilmokalani is about 55 years old—old
enongh to kncw better. But her dissolate-
ness of life remains untempered by the
discretion of advancing years.
