It was the first money of any ac
count I had saved in the fifty years of my
life, and we were both wsurprised at how
easy it had been saved. As in the first
year, we had a good living, had not depriy-
ed ourselves of anything that we needed,
and we had not missed the money =e paid
out. Talkiug it over we decided to iake
another three shares and we did, and we
have not soffered uny inconvenienee from
the ontlay. And, my friend, we not cnly
bave enough to pay faneral expenses, but I
have & well defined idea, that when I die
I will die beneath my own roof, in a house
owned by myself.
