The Anti-Quay political tide in Penn-
sylvania is sti)l rising. The sweeping
anti-Qaay victory in Bradford county
which gave Quay’s opponents a s!.ne
Senator ~and three Representatives
pledged to stay out of a Senatorial caun-
cus, if mecessary, to compass Quay’s
defeat: was followed on Saturday by a
complete anti-Quay sweep in the two
Republican counties of Mifflin and
P and a partial anti-Quay victory
in fairly debatable county of
Adams. The net result of Saturday’s
primary elections will be the gain of
one anti-Quay Senator and one anti-
Quay Representative from districts rep-
resented by Quay men in the last Legis-
Iature and a certainty thatfour Dem-
ocrats will be succeeded by Democrats
or anti-Quay Republicans.

The Thirty-first Senatorial district,
composed of the counties of Perry, Mif-
flin and Juniata, was represented in the
lastState Senate by William Hertzler,
of Juniata, Quay Republican. Mr.
Hertzler will not represent the district
this year. He has carried his own
county, which is usnally Democratic,
and been beaten in Mifflin and Perry,
e two Republican counties of the dis-
trict. Ex-Representative Gruber H.
Bell has carried Miffiin and James W.
McKee has carried Perry. Both are

S anti-Quay, and one or the other will be
- nominated and elected. In the last
House Mifflin was represented by Sam-
nel Rothrock, Democrat; Juniata by A.
Fisher, Jr Democrat, and Perry by J.
Harper Seidel. Quay Republican. Jun-
jata will probably elect a Democrat this
year, and Thomas B. Reed, anti-Quay
Republican, has been nominated in
Mifflin and John A. Arnold, anti-Quay
blican, in Perry. The entire
Thirty-first district, with one Senator
_ and three Representatives, is hopelessly
lost to the Quay canse. The districthas
for years been a Quay stronghold.
The battle in Mifflin and Perry on
~ Saturday was determined largely by the
same causes which contributed to the
overthrow in Bradford. Mifflin
and Perry are largely agricultural coun-
ties’ and the farmers, angered by the
anwarranted veto by Governor Stone of
a part of theschool appropriation and
the evident collusion between the Re-
machine and the oleomargar-
ine dealers, smote the Quay candidates
- for State Senator and Representatives
hip and thigh, changing the district
from a rock-ribbed Quay district to a
pronounced anti-Quay one.

On Sundav a dispatch
dated 4 a. m. said
Ample confirmation has been received
of the report that Pekin was captured
Angust 15. Official reports to various
countries concerned in the relief expedi-
tion leave mo doubt that the capital of
China is in the hands of the allies, and
that all the foreigners besieged there
have been rescued. The Japanese
official dispatches and one news dispat« h
from Shanghai speak of fighting and
obstinate resistance by the Chinese.
Admiral Bruce's cable and some other
official message say nothing about any
conflict, while some news reports tell
abont troops entering the city nnopposed.
It appears that the Americans and
British entered the city at one point, to-
gether, and they may not have been op-
posed, while the Japanese and Russians,
approaching at another poiunt, had to
fight their way in after blowing down a
gate. The imperial family seems to
have taken flight.
- Europe, America and Japan agreed
some time ago to restore order through-
out China after the legations weresaved
and to establish a stable government for
the empire. That is the task now before
the Western nations. It is likely to be
long and hard.
Three-thousand British Indian troops
landed at Shanghai, Saturday, and more
were considered necessary, as the silk
weavers were parading the city and an
outbreak ‘was feared. The London
papers criticized the English Foreign
Office for being so slow in occupying the
“nerve centre” of the richest region in
China. which sustaing 150,000,000 of
people. The Foreign Office adjutanis
were bewildered at the ado raised
throughout the country by what they
consider an :ﬁnuning little game of Lord
Salisbury. ending to England’s advant
age. It is explained thus to the Associ-
ated Press-
“First—The formal announcement
that troops wounld be landed, then a five
days’ wais, in which the foreign consuls
at Shanghai wagged their heads and
wired to their home Governments; mut-
terings of disapproval on the Continent
and the stirring up of Chinese opposition
at Shanghai; troops arrive at Shanghai
and the Viceroy resists their landing,
saying that France and Russia object;
the Consuls meet and several of them
assert, “If the British land we will
land troops, too; Admiral Seymonr.
after wiring London, announces that
England withdraws and the troops do
not land; & #ailing hour isappointed: the
next day every variety of foreign com
mercial intesest in Shanghai cries ont in
dismay; the Consuls revise their views
and join in reqnesting their Govern
ments to induce the British to land for
the security of Shanghai: the British
sail away; intimations are received at
the Foreign Office from France, Ger
many and Austria that they are quite
willing the troops should land; the trans-
ports are pursned and brought back and
the troops are disembarked.”
The Foreign Office expresses the opin
jon that the business was admirably
worked.
A dispatch from Pekin,dated the 17th
said that the Americans and British en
tered the city by the gate nearest the
legations and met with but slight resis-
tance; but the Japanese and Russiuns
blew up another gate nt midnight, and
had a fierce fight. This was on the 17th
On the 15th the allies forced the gate of
the Imperial City, and entered it.

Obltuary Notes.
CHIEF JUSTICE GREEN

At Atlantic City, last Thursday,
Henry Green of Easton, Chief Justice
of the Supreme Court of Pennsylvania,
died suddenly.

For many years Justice Green had
been a sufferer from rheumatism and
his physicians state that this had so
weankened his constitution that he was
unable to withstand an attack of
nraemia, which was hastened by a re-
cent cold.

He was elected to fill a vacancy in the
Supreme Bench in 1880, and only last
Jannary succeeded the chief justiceship
upon the retirement of Judge Sterrett,
and it was the general hope and expec-
tation that he would be able to round
out hie full term of office, which would
have expired in January, 1902. As
chief justice, on May 20 of the present
year, he rendered a notable decision sus-
taining the rights of the legislature and
the people of the State and overturning
the action of Gov. in attempting to veto
the resolution submitting constitutional
amendments providing for ballot reform

in  poor

to the action of the voters. In his
opinion Justice Green made it most
clear that the governor's action was a

gross usurpation of the rights of the
legislature and the people, and carned
the gratitude and increased respect of
the latter by his stand in behalf.of their
constitutional privileges. Justice Green
was a lifelong Republican, having been
a delegate to the first National conven-
tion of the party in 1856. He was a
high-minded, genial man, and his death
will be sincerely mourned by many, not
only on account of his valuable public
gervices, but also becanse of bis many
excellent personal qualities,

INGALLS

At Las Vegas, New Mexico, last
Thursday, ex-United States Senator
John J. Ingalls of Kansas, died.

Mr. Ingalls was born in Massachusetts
in 1833, read law, and located in Kan-
gas in 1857, took an interest in politics
and rose rapidly.

In 1873 he v elected to the United
States Senate as a Republican, taking
his seat March 4, 1874, and served by re-
election in 1879 and 1885 for 18 succes-
sive years

Few Senators bad a stronger hold on
public attention, and from his first en-
trance into National politics he was a
picturesque  figure and a positive in
fluence. A pioneer npon advanced lines
of thought, gifted with a vivid and
powerful eloquence, a master of satire
and invective, able to illumine every
theme with stores of knowledge and ex
perience, he was ever the foarless cham-
pion of every cause he espoused.  The
Senate chamber was always filled to
overflowing when it was known he was

to speak, and the charm of well-conceiv
ed ntterances seemed to att and con
vince all his hearers. No better ex

ample of his self reliant courage conld

be mentioned than his fearless opposi
tion, against party pressare, to the
cloture resolution” of 1860, which in

his jndgment dangerously invaded the
privileges of the Senate and v iolated the
fundamental principlesof constitutional
government.  From 1880 to 1891 he was
president pro tew. of the Senate, and in
this high station displayed the untmost
courtesy, impartiality and  dignity,
showing himself, in short, a past mas
ter in parlinmentary procedure.  After
hig retirement Mr. Ingalls devoted him

self to journalism, literature and farm

ing.  Articles from his pen were fre

quently seen in the daily papers, as well
a8 in the high-class magazines. Mr
Ingulls was a brilliant converse tionalist
and gnceessful extempore speaker.  He
was married at Atchison, Kan,, Septem

ber 27, 1865, to Anna Louise Chese
bronugh, of New York city. They had
11 children, four sons and seyen dangh
