Dees' Venom For Rheumatism.

Dr. Terc, a medical man of much re-
pute in Vienna, advocates as an effec-
tive remedy for rheumatism the satu-
rating of the patient's body with the
venor.j of bees.

the tumefaction or swelling that fol-
lows the stinging of a bee does not ap-
pear In the rheumatic patient unless
he has been stung several times, while
In some cases the stinging Is hardly

felt. When the patient suffers himself
to be stung repeatedly, his immunity

against the poison of the bee becomes
complete, and he feels no pain whatso-
ever. What Is more, he gets cured of
his rheumatism.?London Gioue.
