BREEDING DUCKS.

Plain Hones and JtfsH For Farm

tie?laelosarn and Water Itnna.

Houses for ducks are simple affairs.

They are built plain and comfortable
«nd have no furnishings whatever. A

duck is differently constituted from a

hen and must be cared for under differ-
ent conditions. The hen needs wanner
houses and drier surroundings than
does the duck. A duck does not mind
the cold Ifshe can keep her feet warm.
Cold feet will affect a duck as a frozen
comb does a hen. retarding laying and

Inducing ailments. The feathers of a

duck are almost impenetrable and will
withstand almost any degree of cold.
Again, a duck cannot stand the amonnt

of confinement in a house that a hen
can. She is more restless in disposition

and Is given to exercise in a greater

degree than is a hen. Indigestion is not

so prevalent with ducks as with chick-
ens.

In the first cut is shown a simple

house that may be built at small ex-
pense. It is plain and has a shed roof.
Such a house should be built of rough

boards, 12 inches by 1 inch, and joints

covered by strips, 3 Inches by 1 inch.

The roof should be made water tight

and covered with tarred paper, shin-
gles or tin. The outside should be well
drained around the bottom that it may
not be damp. Some advocate board
floors raised six to eight inches from
the ground and covered from four to

six Inches with dry earth, straw or
leaves. The writer favors the using of
board floors in all houses for chickens,

but thinks It not essential for ducks.
If the house is well drained on the out-
side and the earth floor is covered witb
hay, straw or leaves, Itwill be perfect-
ly satisfactory. There must not be
dampness in the house, as the birds
will not do so well. While they are
given to water on the outside, they

must have comfortable quarters in
which to "warm up" or "dry out."

The building shown may be con-

structed of any dimensions desired, ac-
cording to the size of flock to be kept
A house 12 by 14 feet will accommo-
date nicely a flock of a dozen. There
are no interior arrangements whatev-
er, simply the floor space of the build-
ing. It is better not to use nests. Some
raisers use a plain nest, as shown In

the second cut. These nests are made
of one Inch boards twelve Inches high

and sixteen inches long set fourteen
Inches apart and held together in front
with a three inch strip. The nests are
nailed to the back of the house. But
more than half the eggß are laid on the
floor of the house or in the yard, and if
permitted a duck will build herself a

nest to her liking.
When two or more breeding pens are

to be kept, the plan of the house shown

may be extended to any length desired
and makes an excellent breeding house
for the farmer to keep ducks In.

An inclosure should be given the
greedlng ducks, as they do better con-

fined than when at liberty. Give plenty
of room and inclose the run with two

Inch wire mesh two feet wide. If water

Is accessible, It should be inclosed by
the mesh wire fencing of the same

width as for the run.
A duckhouse with an arrangement of

wire runs in the water is an admirable
plan for farmers who have running
water on their farms.?G. E. Howard.

Earl T Market Lambs and EWM.

When the early lambs are ready for
shipment to market, as they should be
nt the age of six to eight weeks, the
ewes from which they are taken should
be given but little if any grain for a

few days, or until the milk secretions
are materially checked. As soon as
they give evidence of drying up com-
mence to gradually Increase the grain

feed until It Is brought up to quite a
liberal amount. It is highly important

at this Juncture to expedite their prep-
aration for market with all possible
speed, as at this season fat aged ewes
will command a better prico than at
any other time of the year.?J. Wlth-
combe, Oregon.

well drained, fertile soil well stocked
with organic matter. Onions are exten-
sively and successfully grown on re-

claimed marsh soils. Seed should be
selected with great care and a prelim-
inary test of its germinating power
made.
