Tbe convention tlut net,ambled in

Harrisburg, yesterday, consisted of 358
delegates?of whom were from the
county of Philadelphia and 30 from
Allegheny. Nearly all the Republican

leaders of the state were there, and a

number of Congressmen went up from

Washington.
The convention met in the old Opera

House at 10 o'clock; Thomas Capp of
Lebanon county was temporary chair-
man; Senator Penrose was re-elected

State Chairman, and John P. Elkin was
nominated for Supreme Judge by ac-

clamation. The resolutions were read

and adopted, and the delegates and elec-
tors were named and the convention ad-
journed.

John H. Negley of Butler was named
as the elector for this Congressional
district, the 22d, and J. M. Jamison of
Westmoreland and W. H. Lusk of But-

ler for delegates to the National Con-
vention, to be held at Chicago in June.

POLITICAL.

The Huff candidates won out at the

Westmoreland county primaries, last
Saturday.

The Democratic County Convention
was held in the Court House, Monday
afternoon. Ex-County Commissioner
J. A Eichert, presided. Albert C.
Troutman was elected County Chair-
man and T. C. H. Keck and Will J.
Rattigan, Secretaries.

A count of the yote developed that
there had been a contest for National
Delegate, C. M. Heineman was the only

candidate announced, but a little quiet
letter writinghad been done in behalf
of Lev McQuistion and thy count show-
ed McQuistion 201, Heineman 199
Harry T. Rattigan was elected State
Delegate. C M. Heineman was nomi-
nated for Congress, P. R. Burke of
Karns City for State Senate, James A.
McKee ofButler and n D. Strohecker
of Zelienople for State Legiglature;
Col. Mechling was elected Alternate
National Delegate. Imperialism and
the Dingley tariff law were denounced,
and Tom Frazier hurrahed for Hearst
for President.

Wm. Allen White, the well known
writer, says that the character of Sena-
tor Burton, lately convicted in a U. S.
Court ofcomplicity in a fraud on the
the postoffice department, was well
known in Kansas for years before hi*
election. "He wus charged dozens of
times in the newspapers of the Stute,"
says White, "withbeing a boodler,with-
out the slightest resentment on Burton's
part.

How, then, could a politician of such
antecedents be elected to the Senate
from Kansas? Mr. White is equally
positive on that point. "Every local
attorney for the Rock Island, the Mis-
souri Pacific, the Santa Fe and the
Union Pacific who had any influence
was at Topeka working for Burton,"
and doing it, too, under "peremptory
orders" from the headquarters of these
corporations that they "support Burton
or lose their place 3."

Such an assertion from a man of Mr.
White's standing certainly pjfs the onus
on the corporations named. It would
be very pertinent for them to let the
public know the foundation of their
function to dictate the election of Sena-
tors; whether they did order tho elec-
tion of a man of notoriously bad legisla-
tive character, and, if so, for what uses
they desired a boodler in the United
States Senate. Mr. White's assertion
casts an interesting sidelight on the no-

torious failure of Congress to pass the
measures to provide effective prevention
of railway discriminations.?Dispatch

WAK NOTFB.

War news continues to be a scarce
article, but as the foreign newspaper
correspondents that were detained at
Tokio were given permission to go to
the front, last week, something inter-
esting may be expected soon. The rea-
son for this caution on the part of Japan
was fnlly understood by the correspond-
ents. There were plans that mnst be
kept secret. Transport* were convey-
ing troops; that rnuyh all the world
knew, but it was necesjary to veil their
movements. Japan's policy has been to
place her men with as littlo publicity
as possible, and not strike until fnlly
prepired, hoping by secrecy to gain a
distinct advantage over the Russians
It is apparent that she is now about
ready for hostilities, but where the first
blow will be struck is not yet known.
The Japs have landed four armies which
are converging towards the Yalu river,
which is yet frozen over. Tho Russians
are making but little opposition to their
advance, but whether from weakness
or merely to draw them on, remains to
be seeD. The Russians are now said to
have 300,000 men in Manchnria, one-
thirJ of whom will be needed to guard
their extensiye lines of railroad and
their supply depots. Yesterday tho
Japs were reported to be occupying tho
town of W'iju, near the mouth of tho
Yalu.

IN Philadelphia, last week, 821 new
cases of typhoid were reported.

The Romantic Age.

The 16th and 17th centuries, follow

ing the discovery of this continent by

Columbus in 14tr2. may be said to have

been its romantic period.
To the Europeans, the new world,

with its vast forests, great rivers and
lakes, wild animals and wilder men,

was a wonderland ?the scene of endless
adventure and discovery.

The Spanish explored the Gulf coast,

and then turned their attention to Mex-

ico and Peru, where the half-civilized
p?oplcs had gold and silver, and they

murdered and robbed the natives with-

out mercy. One party of Spanish un-

der De Soto landed in Florida, and got

a% far west as the Mississippi, a few

hind red miles above its mouths, in 1540.

bit they were cruel and treacherous

with the natives, had to Sght contin-
ually, and finallyhad to give up. and

float down the mouths of the river in
rafts, and seek one of the settlements
along the coast.

The English settled in the Chesa-
peake and Delaware bays, and the
Dutch discovered the Hudson river, and
located at what is now New York.

The French first settled at the month
of the Mississippi, at New Orleans,

where their dominion was disputed by
the Spanish, then they went north and
discovered the St. Lawrence river, and
followed it up to the lakes, making

several settlements, including the one

at Quebec. That was in the early part
of the 17th centurv (about 1G0H).

The French were the first expiorers
of the lake country, the upper valley of
the Mississippi, and the valley of the
Ohio; and they established posts or

forts, at several points on the lake?, the
Allegheny, the Wabash, the Illinois
Ohio and' Mississippi rivers and claimed
this whole country for the King of

France. . ?
,

They treated the natives kindly, and
made ifiiends of tbem, the traders who
followed the military gave the Indians
rum. pretty things and fire-arms for
furs and skins; while the priests were
presistent in their efforts to convert the
natives to the true religion. They did
not, like the English and Dutch, cut
down the trets, and for this reason the
indians helped the French to fight the
English, and sometimes to defeat them,
as they did Braddock s army in 175"),

when the English proposed taking
possession of the French fort Duquesnc,
at the junction of the Allegheny and
Monongahela rivers, now Pittsburg.

The French undisputed, though
nominal, possession of the lake country

and the upper Mississippi and Ohio val-
leys for about one hundred years, and
life at their inland posts was a very ro-
mantic one. though there is but little of
it in English literature.

The story "Alice of Old Vincennes,"

which we becin this week, gives an

idea of life at the French fort of Vin-
cennes on the Wabash, following the
period of the revolt of the English col-
onists against that government, and
the establishment of our national gov-
erment.

ler Light, Heat and Motor Com-
pany the right to maintain its

poles and wires upon the streets, lanes
and alleys of Bntler Borough. hereto-,
fore occupied by it, and granting said |
Company permission to extend its lines
into and through all parts of said Bor-
ough upon the following terms and con-

' ditions:
Section t. Be it ordained by the Bur-

gess and Town Council of Butler, and ?
! it is hereby ordained snd enacted by j
mthority of the same: That tbe Butler
Light. Heat and Motor Company, wnich
for years has l>een occupying ninny of

| tbe streets, lanes and alleys of said
Borough with its poles and wires, and
besides private individuals, has also

! been supplying tbe said borough with
' light, being desirous cf extending its

! lines through additional streets, lanes
:md alleys, it is hereby given the right

' not only to maintain its poles and wires
; upon the street*, lanes and alleys of

j said borough heretofore occupied by it,

i bat it is hereby granted permission and
shall have the right to erect and ex-

tend its lines into and through all parts

of said borough under the following

terms and conditions.
(a) It shall have the right to erect its

poles and wires upon any of the street-?,
lanes, alleys and public grounds of said
borough that itmay deem necessary in

order to accommodate the inhabitants
of said borough: its poles shall be set so

as to obstruct said streets, lanes and
alleys as little as possible and under the
direction and control of the Street Coui-
m ttee of said borough. The wires
shall not be lower than 32 feet from the
surface of the ground without special
permission from the Street Committee
of said borough. And upon the fnither
condition that the Borough of Butler
shall have the right to use said poles so

erected to string fire alaini wire and
telegraph wire for the use c-f said
borough.

(b) Said company sh.;ll pav the ccet-
of proclaiming this ordinance

(c) Before this ordinance shall become
effective said company shall accept
these provisions by resolution of its
Board of Directors, spread upon its min-
utes and certified to the Counc'l nndtr
the seal of faid borough.

Section 2. Said Company shall not
erect its poles or wires in any other
manner than ns set forth in Section 1 o

this ordinance and any violation ther
_

of shall subject it to a penalty of twe
ty five ($"-5) for each offense.
