ground, and who died in Butler in the

year 1805, and was buried upon one of

the lots he, in part, gave. The remoyal

of Lis dust, last October or November,

came just about one hundred years

from the time of his burial there. Of

him, who he was and what he did for

the town and county of Butler, in con-

junction with a brother, it is the desire

and principal object of the writer of
this to give some account, as he has
learned the same by tradition, and ag

handed down to him from father to son.

Two brothers, John and Samuel Cuorf
ningham were among the first white
men who came to and settled within the
limits of the present borough of Butler
after the Indians had left this eection.

As General Wayne's victory over and
treaty of peace with the Indians was in
1795, the white man began to come here
soon after. From all we have learned
the Cunningham brothers came here in
1796 or 1797. Batler county was not
then organized—it was taken from Alle-
gheny county in 1800. So when they
came there was neither county or town
in being. They came from the eastern
part of this State, Lancaster county it
is said, but they seem to have had some
acquaintance in and about Philadelphia.
What first attracted their attention to
this point was, very probably, informu-
tion of it derived from an elder brother,
James Cunningham, who had been one
of the Survyeyors of the State, appointed
to survey and lay out into tracts the
State lands in Western Penrsylvania.
Many of these tracts had become the
property of Robert Morris, the dis-
tinguished Patriot of Philadelphia in
Revolutionary times, and who did so
much for the cause of Independence.
James Canningham, it wonld seem, be-
came the agent of Mr, Morris for the
lands in the district he surveyed. This
district extended from a line north of
Batler about four miles to the Alie-
gheny river on the south, and was and
still is known as “Cunningham’s Dis-
trict of Depreciation Lands.” The
portion of this “‘District” that fell into
Butler county, after it was taken from
Allegheny county, embraces part of our
present Centre and Oakland townships,
all, or nearly all, of Butler, Summit,
Jefferson, Penn, Middlesex and Clinton
townships, and about half of Baffalo,
Winfield, Clearfield and Donegal town-
ships. The town of Butler is included
in Butler township.

The lands within this “District” were
pot in fact ‘‘depreciation lands”, but
were so called because of certain scrip
or certificates issued to the soldiers of
the Revolation for their seryices hav-
ing become depreciated. The law al-
lowen the oand - pay Lo
these lands in this depreciated scrip or
money, and hence the name of the
lands. Robert Morris, in aid of and in
sympathy with the soldiers, gave them
good and full money for this scrip, and
to such an extent that, with other simi-
lar losses, helped to bring about his
financial ruin. AJl his lands ia this
section of the State were sold at a
Judicial sale held at Bedford, Pa, in
the year 1807, and Stephen Lowry, Esq.,
of Baltimore, became the purchaser of
many of them in this section. After
that they were called “Lowry lands.”
By Mr. Lowry's will he deyised them
to his daughter Sarah, who became the
wife of Thomas Collins, and heuce the
lands became known as ‘‘Collins lands,”
or “Sarah Collins lands ” Sarah Collins
lived in Butler in its early days and
was well known to its early people. The
late Mrs. Judge McClure and the late
Mrs. Judge Wilson McCandless of Pitts-
burg were daughters of Sarah Collins
and inherited most of her lands here-
about, some of which, east of town, re-
main in their heirs to the present tiwe.

The lands were divided into tracts of
about 800 acres each. The particular
tract upon which Butler is was first
known as the ‘‘Tressler tract”. that be-
ing the name of the man to +whom a
warrant had first been issued for it. To
this tract the attention of the Cuanning-
ham boys, or men, seems to have been
directed. They settled upon it, obtain-
ed a patent, deed, for it and changed its
name from ‘‘Tressler” to that of ‘‘But-
ler”, so called in honor of General
Richard Butler, a brave soldier of the
Revolutionary war, and who afterwards
fell fighting the Indians in the battle
with them in the west known as “‘St.
Clairs’ defeat”, Nov, 1791, Onr county
and our town were named after this
Jamented Gen. Butler, and to the Cun-
ninghams, traditioa says, is due the
honor of snggesting the name.

John and Samuel Cunningham, as we
say, became the owners of this tract of
300 acres that they called Butler. What
directed their attention. or fancy proba-
bly, to it was no doubt the peculiar
formation in the creek here. They
were millers, or had knowledge of the
milling business, and may be were
looking about for a good mill site to
erect a mill. This they found here
The creek here on south end of town
flows in nearly a western course until
it strikes: what was known as “The
Rocks”, where it tarns to the north.
Oae tier of these rocks lay directly in
the creek, forming a kind of haif circle.
From this the creek escaped by a chan-
nel so deep and narrow that a single
timber of forty fest as a foot lpg counld
span if. Another row of hige rocks
was immediately behind and west of
the row in the creek. This made a
formation such as was no where else
known in or on_the Connoquenessing
creek. It was wild, unique and pictar
esque, and well calculated to atiract at-
tention as rare and without its like. But
one of all these ‘“rocks” now remains
entite. Most of the back row were
taken away by the coming of the first
railroad along there, Pitteburg and
Western road, 1880, and most of the
row in the creek were taken by the Bes-
semer road when it came, 1896. The
ong in the creek remaining entire is
showing a gdisposition lately to slide
still further into tho water, cansed by
water drained from the railvoad Jowing
against it. For many years these rocks
were a favorite resort for the boys of
tha town, particularly upon a Sunday,
and every one of them made it a special
point to have the initial letters of his
name cut on them in gome shape or
ofher.

On this, the vast side of the creek,
and direct]y opposite these rocks, John
and Samuej Cgnningham located and
built the first flouring mill jn all this
vicinity. About the same {ime they
built a mill-house acroes the creek
among the rocks we speak of The
mill was driven at first by water from a
canal or race course which tapped the
creek about where the Plankroad
bridge crosses the creek. This not
proving sufiiciept in power a mill dam
was made, just whewe the nresent dam
is, and another race course‘frou: it sun-
plied the water to drive the mill The
present dam there is fast disappearing
and will soon be among the thi‘nu.ﬂ
were, being no longer of use, the pres-
ent mill being driven by steamn.
