Home’s endeavor to obtain an opinion from
Minister Porter on the present crisis is
futile. It is learned, however, that he has

The Existing Treaty.

WasmsaToN, April 2,—The Post says:
The treaty with Italy to which Baron Fava
alludes in his letter w Secrctary Blaine
was negotiated at Florencein 1571, It is
quite a lengthy document and contains the
following interesting paragraph: “Article
20—If by any fatality which cannot be ex-
pected, and ‘which may God avert, the two
contracting parties should be engaged in
war with each other, they have asread and
do agree now for them, that there shall
be allowed the term of six months to the
merchants of the coustand in the ports of
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
