The momedy tha i prorm-.t these
losses should a hurd winter strikke us is one
with which it will prove hard to cope. The
small stockman with his bunch of from 100

to G600 head can protect himself
by growing fead for winter use,

Bunches of this size must do their own
rustiing, and great care should be taken to
not overstock their runge. As the situa-
tion now stands'we deem it practicable for
every stock farmerto grow all the feed that

may ‘- be needed 1o take his stock through
the winter. The new pastures have cut
down his supply of ruuge for both winter
and summer, butarough wintér need not
result in loss o him if he will (.“'u. prepars
for it.
