The total vote was 3G03 Of this
number nearly one fourth were from
the First ward one seventh from the
Second one fifth from the Third one
eighth from tho Fourth one eighth
from tho Fifth one ninth from the
Sixth and one twentieth from the
Seventh

If the city were divided into wards
the size of the Seventh there would bo
forty aldermen in tho council If the
Sixth were the basis of division there
would be eighteen If the Fourth and
the Fifth there would be sixteen If
tho wards were all as large tho First
there would bo but eight aldermen

Very plainly there is no justice
in such a ward division as is shown
by theso figures The peoplo aro
supposed to rulo but they do not
fairly for ono man in tho Seventh
ward has the same strength in the
council as five men in the First
ward The aldermen our representa-
tives

¬

who determine all questions of
public policy are supposed to repre-
sent

¬

the peoplo of the different wards
that send them to the council There
are local interests tnat often clasn
and the aldermen usually represent
tliee interests They should there-
fore

represent all parts of the city
in an equal ratio so that the voter and
the tax payer in one part of the city
can make himself felt through his
alderman in all the wards alike As
it now stands 186 voters in the
Seventh ward have as much power
in the council as 85S in tho First
ward and the threo wards south of
