MORTGAGE BANKS.

Establishments for Lending
Money on Real Estate.

HOW THEY ARE OPERATED.

Their Methods in Austria, France, 1taly,
Belgium, Germany and Switzerland.
Nesrly All do s Succeasfal
Buosiness.

At the request of “the foreign office the
English representatives In E: e‘rrinu]ml
coumtries of Europe have prepured reporis
respecting existing institutions for making
advances on real property, from which it
appesrs, says the Pall Mall Gazette, thut
‘the owner of the land appears to be gener-
aliy affiicted with 1mpecuniosity, snd to
nesd protection from the usurer quite as
much @s the Jandless. In Hungary after
1545, when the land was emancipated and
the vights of the nobles over the peasants
curtatled, the owners of Jarga estates found
themselves in serious difticulties. They
could no longer obtain forced labor. und
they were often without the eapital to pur-
chase free labor, As the demand for capi-
tal arose, litde or none was attainable.
Thers was considerable hesitation in ad-
\'ar.cn.g money Lo proprietors in & country
so little kuown as Hungary was at that
time, aud although a few of the greater
nobles were able to obtain loans, the smaller
proprietors were not in & position to do so.

“In 1975 the Nationa! Bank of Austria
took steps toward assisting the diffficulties
of the landed proprietors, but the first
efforts were not very promising. Several
of the leading landed proprietors then com-
bined tngether and inaugurated an institu-
tion which opened up a new era in Hungar-
ian agriculture. [‘?1-- Boden eredit institute
was estublished in 1868, with o nominul
capital of $130,000. It is not & joint stock
company worked for o profit, but a patriotic
undertaking whose oblert s 1o enalle
landed proprietors to obtain loans on safe
and easy terms, The institute does not
actually lend the money, but procures the
loans at far cheaper rates than the individ-
ral is able to obtain them for himself, and
at the same time sapplies the lepdor with
the MECESKBLY FuITAn . ees and security, T
1860 the interest on capital charged was 53
percent, and ihe total, inelnding suortizs-
tion, 64, per cent. The intorest ou eapital
has now been veduced 1o 4 per eont, and the
total annnul chsrge to 5 per vent.

“The number of instances in which de-
fault of repayment hos occurred is insigui-
ficant, as out of 3 sum of nearly £8,000.000
the arrears do not wmount to maore than
£25,000, The money is raised by the issue
of bonds of 100, 1000 and 10,000 florins, beme-
ing interest at 4 percent. They are -", -
ahle at pur by drawlngs, and mns
drawn within @ period ol foriv
six months fromn the date of the :
There are other institutions in Hunguaey
which make advances on real pr-\pr- on
similar or yarving conditions. Auth
do not agree s to whether the i‘!ﬁrhl[&dl“.—-\
of the land has been enhanced or decreased
as @ sonsequence, but it is admitted that
the old usur lous system has disappenred,
and that the money borrowed has been
sunk in impm\'- ments, and s, therefore,
not an unproductive charge on the land,

*The jpsftitutions in Austria for grantin
redl vredit are of four kinds: (1) Buok anc
Jolut stock corupanies licensed by govern-
ment to lend money on mortgage. (%) Sav-
ings banks. (3.) Arricultural socieiiss, and
(4.) Provincial ‘Boden credit anstalten.’
The first two classes ara worked in the
terest of the lenders, the third and fo
in the interest of :lteht)rmwers. As a rule,
ull these institutions do” a sucvessiul husi-
ness and enioy high eredit.  The Austro-
Hungarian bank, which may be taken as a
typical institution, lends money on mort-
gige at 473 per cent interest and % per cent
amortization. making altogether 5. L e cent,
for fur{kvulu_ und one-half years, and 4%
aud ¢ per cent amortization for fifty years.
Bmhthme ioans are made inserip bear-
ing 4 per cent interest, and at preseat is
at par.

vSeveral estublishments  for lending
money on real estates, have been founded in
Belgium, on the initistive of private
iodividuals, They are all iimited joiut
stock compunies and act in the common in-
terest of borrower and lender,

“The Credit Foneler is the sole national
banle of real property in Fraunce, It is
nonder the supreme direction of the minis-
ter of finance, and has an orgauization sim-
ilar to that of the Bunk of France, In
addition to loans on property, it ig author-
ired 10 lend money, not upon morigage, 1o
departinents, communes sad sgricultural
associgations. The eapi'n! has been grad-
ually  increased uoril it now stands st
£7,000,000. The Credit Foncler has mate-
rially lightenad the chargea of the debts
weighing on property—in this sense, that
it only asks for4.55 per cent interest, while
the vito of interest paid by property at the
time of its creation in 1852 was firom 8 to
10 per cent. Upon Z1I5,000.000 leut siuce
itz foundation on real properiy, the society
has been forced by adjudication to pur-
chase for £720,000 estates which have re-

gadned on its hauds in consequence of the

~puvient of the sums lent upon them.

£4 000,000. The average rate of interest for

total annual sum of £13.520,000 for inu-r'est
Imposts aud taxes amounted to £11.240, 000 ;

The idea wuas next enter-
tained of wutilizing the existi moﬂ.g::.ﬁa
banks, soma of which dated ik 1o the
sixteenth ceptury. In 185§ eight of these
institutions were accordingly apportioned
zones for lending o tious. Their action
having proved ins ent to meet the de-
mands of landlords, aithough they had en-
tered upon ts for a sum ot £13,-
250,000 to the end of 1555, a law was passed
abolishing the zones and authorizing other
companies to transact mortgage business.
Mortgage associations among proprietors
were also permitted. but noue has ever been
formed. A still later law was passed in
July, 1800, authorizring & new real credit
bank, with & capital of £4,000,000 and ex-

In the puff hulls
this i3 comparativeiy thin, and consists of
an outer and an inper layer, which remain
permanently united. The riad of the earth
stara coprises likewise an onter and sn
ioner division, but the former—which is
comparatively thick—splits into segmentis,
and these nltimately separate from the del-
jeata inper rind, exposing whuat looks like
a little pufl ball,

THE EARTH STAR IS WET WEATHER.

During a period of dryuess the earth st
is contracted into a ball (Fig. 1), and j
blown about over the sand. As soon
the rains bring enough moisture for t
germination of ite spores, the plant be
comes anchored by the expansion of its
protecting arms, At the suine time this
exposes the thin walled spore case and un-
covers the mouth, so that every gust of
wind will carry away bundreds of its tiny
offspring. Some of these ars now sure to
find a resting place where there is food and
moisture enough for them to thrive and
grow into & mass of hyphe.

Polnts on Lubrication.

A heavy bearing at low speed reqguires a
beavy labricant if it be applied slowly: but
if it be applied fast a light, greasy oil will
do the work well. In the former casea
beavy minerul oil will not fail to do the
work as well as any other oil, and at omne-
third less cost, because other cils of the
same body and viscosity wonid be too
sticky to work economically.

A heary bearing at high speed requires
an oil especially viscous, of very high fire
test, and a gravity which permits of its
spreading quickly into the smallest crev-
fces, while its lubricating gualities are
such as will keep bearing cool. A light
bearing at low speed needs the ligi
possible oil which will do the work.
light bearing of high speed is best lubgi-
cated by an oil of high gravity aod hi
fire test, one that will not evaporate, an

is entirely free from any acidity either in

its manufacture or in the process of re-
fining. The slightest gummy property in
an oil of this sort randers it tha most ex-
pensive article that can be used. The vis-
