An act to provide for the adjudication aud
payment of claims arising from Indian
depredations
Be it enacted by the senate and house of

r presentatives of the United States of
America in congress assembled that in ad-

dition

to the Jurisdiction which now is or
may hereafter be conferred upon the court
of claims said court shall have and possess
jurisdiction and authority to inquire into
and finally adjudicate in the manner pro-
vided

in this act all claims of the following
classes namely

1 All claims for property of citizens of
the United States taken or destroyed by
Indians belonging to any band tribe or
nation in amity with the United States
without just cause or provocation on the
part of the owner or agent in charge aud
not returned or paid for

2 Such jurisdiction shall also extend to
all cases which have leeii examined and
allowed by the interior department and
also to such cases as were authorized to be
examined under the act of congress making
impropriations for the current and contin ¬

gent expenses of the Indian department
and for fulfilling treaty stipulations with
various Indian tribes for the year ending
June 30 lssij and for other purposes a
proved March 3 1886 and under subse-

Sec 4 The service of the petition shall
be made upon the attorney general of the
United Stales in such manner as may be
provided by the rules of orders of said
court It shall be the duty of the attorney
general of the United States to appear and
