An in all elections of the kind, a ri-
valry is, of course, going on, each candi-
date baving his friends who arve endeavor-
ing to secure the position for him. But as
1o any bitterness of feeling; none vxists.

Col R. M. Wynne wus first seen. apd
asked about the controversy and whom he
would vote for. Col. Wynne suid: “I know
of no controversy or combination: in fact,
know nothing of the rumors that are afioat,
No, 1 don't care to state my choice, but
will vote my honest eouvictions as to \-\lm
is the best un for the position when th«
time comes.*

Max Elser was seen at the City national
banlk, and also asked concerning the school
question. Mr, Elser replied: ““There is
no controversy at all, and no hard feeling.
As far as [ know thers are ouly two candi-
dutes in the field, Professors White and
Carlyle, and of these 1 don't know the
strength of either, as there has been no
discussion of the matter in the school Goard.
As for the report of some of the teachers
looking for other positions, 1 am not uware
that such is the case, and think it a' mis-
take. Mr. Cariyle has given entire satis-
faction during his incumbency. and as far
as the combination that is spoken
of between the friends of Professor
Hogg and White is  concerned, |1
know nothing of it. 1 such were the case
1 should not be a party to it, There isno
discord in the board and matters with us
are exceptionally harmonious.™
