Build Mora Klorators Texas Must Prepare
to Handle Her Wheat Crop Just

as She Docs Her Cotton

says There is not enough money in
Texas to handle the grain crop as it should
be Tho local banks arc doing all they can
in the way of money advances but owing to-
tho depressed condition ot the money mar-
kets

season In not having sufficient means to
carry tho stock the result will bo that
farmers will be forced to market at export
prices Tho milling capacity is large
throughout the state but as a rule there is
not the means or capacity to carry a sur-
plus

As a result of this condition of affairs
shipments at low prices havo to be
made during tho rush of tho season
and later on brought back in
flour at a much higher figure
I thought in building public elevators
through tho heavy graingrowing sections
operated tho same as those in St Louis
Chicago and other wheat centers that wo
had solved the question of extreme low
prices and the importing of flour by fur-
nishing

receipt and insurance I cannot understand
