exterior and from the further fact that it
is a tjpical emblem of his profession JThfti
Rough Ashlar as it comes from thehandoT
the quarryman gives little promise of the
forms of beauty it may assume under the
hands of the skillful artisan As it grows
into a shapely form beneath the hard blows
of the mallet and chisel so does llasonry
take the rough uniformed character and
by its peculiar teachings chisel it into the
Perfect Ashlar making it a fitting part and
parcel of the grand Masonic edifice

The Royal Ashlar teaches us that we can-
not

judge a man by his exterior The rough
uncouth illiterate man may by the benefi-
cent

chiselings of the Masonic law bo made
