THE ALIEN EAXI LAW
Chap 62 An act to amend title 3 article

9 and 10 and to add articles 10a 10b 10c-

lOd lOe lOf 10s and lOh and to repeal
all laws in conflict therewith
Section 1 Be it enacted by the legisla-

ture
¬

of the stato of Texas That title III
and articles 9 and 10 be amended and by tho
addition or articles 10a 10b 10s 10J lOe-

lOf lOg and lOh so as to hereafter read as
follows

Article 9 An alien shall have and enjoy
in tho state of Texas such rights pertain-
ing

¬

to personal property as are or shall bo
accorded to citizens of the United States by
the laws of tho nation to which such alien
shall belong or by the treaties of such na-
tion

¬

with the United States
Art 10 No alien or a person who is not

a citizen of tho United States of America
shall acquire title to or own any interest in-

tho lands within tho state of Texas and
any deed or other conveyance purporting to
convoy such titlo or interest to any alien or-
unnaturalized foreigner or to any nrm conf-
pany or corporation composed of such in
whole or in part shall be void

Art 10a This chapter shall not apply to
any alien who shall at tho time of acquir-
ing

¬

title to lands in Tcxa3 have declared
his intention of becoming a citizen of the
United States of America and who shall in
obedience to such laws become a citizen
within six years from tho time such inten-
tion

¬

was declared
Art 10b All aliens who shall hereafter

take lands by devise or descent may hold the
same for tho spaco of six years and no
longer Provided that any alien minor or
person of unsound mind inheriting lands in
Texas may have six years after such minor
reaches twentyone years of age or person
of unsound mind shall havo had a legal
guardian

Art 10c Any alien may for a valuable
consideration take hold assign foreclose
sell or buy under any mortgage or deod of
trust any lands within tho stato of Texas
in which he has an interest by virtuo of
having heretofore made a loan of money
subject to the provisions of this chapter in
reference to alienating said lands within
six years as herein required

Art lOd If any alien shall undertake to
hold lands for a longer time or in any way
contrary to the provisions of this chapter
such lands shall escheat to and vest in-

tho stato of Texas in liko manner as is pro-
vided

¬

for the escheat of estates of persons
dying without any devise thereof and hav-
ing

¬

no heirs
Art lOe It shall bo tha duty of the at-

torneygeneral
¬

and district or county at-
torney

¬

when they shall be informed or-
havo reason to believe that any lands in
this state are being held contrary to the
provisions of this chapter to institute suit
in behalf of the state of Texas in the dis-
trict

¬

court of tho county where such lands
are situated praying for a writ of posses-
sion

¬

for the same in behalf of the state
Art 10fl The escheat proceedings pro

Tided for In the next preceding article
shall in the matter scire facias appearance
and default judgment execution and sale bo
governed by tho provisions of title 26 of the
Revised Statutes of Texas in so far as tha
same is applicable except that the only
question on the trial shall be whether or
not tho provisions of this act have been vio-
lated

Art lOg All laws and parts of laws in
conflict with this title are hereby repealed

This is one of tho laws passed by the
Twentysecond Texas legislature which
appears to havo gone through that
body while the members were asleep
That is the charitable view to take of-

it for it ia impossible that the legisla ¬

tors could have made the law with full
knowledge of the train of evils to fol-

low
¬

it-

Texas needs cheap money Wo have
just begun to get it Within tho last
few years we have seen the rate of in-

terest
¬

go down from 10 and 12 per cent
to 7 and 8 per cent This was brought
about by foreign money coming to the
state The effect of the law is to expel
this money becauso no man will loan
money on land that ho cannot take if
the loan is not paid Neither will do-

mestic
¬

loan companies take tho place of
the foreign companies because it is im-

possible
¬

for them to know that all of
their stockholders aro citizens of the
United States and article 10 prohibits
any firm company or corporation from
acquiring title to real estate if a single
member of it is an alien No corpora-
tion

¬

caa bo certain that its stockholders
are all citizens of tho United States
If a single one among a hundred is a
foreigner even though living in this
country but unnaturalized that com-

pany
¬

cannot acquire valid titlo to land
It cannot be known how much money
is now loaned on Texas real estate The
sum probably is not less than 830000
000 This money will be called in as
fast as the loans aro due for the mort-
gage

¬

companies will protect themselves
Where will tho debtors find money to
pay these debts If thoy cant get the
money they will lose their land

And this while bad enough for the
debtor classes is not tho worst Tho
law Is more farroachlng It strikes at
and unsettles all real estate titles Any
deed or other conveyance purporting to
convey title to any alien or unnatural ¬

ized foreigner or to any firm company
or corporation composed of such In-

wholo or in part shall bo void Such
is tho law A defect in a deed affects
all who holds under that deed Twenty
years hence if it can be proved that a
deed was made at any time after tho
taking effect of this law by a person
who was not a citizen of tho United
States or by a company any one mem-

ber
¬

of which was an alien tho land
escheats to tho stato and the owner
loses it A purchaser looks to his ab¬

stract for purity of title An abstract
cannot show that all persons through
whose hands tho deed has passed woro
citizens With that uncertainty to face
and with the certainity that if any one
of tho members was not a citizen tho
holder of tho land is likely to lose it
together with all tho improvements
that may have been put on it transfers
of real estate in Texas will be rare oc-

currences
¬

There will bo no buyers
Without buyers there will be no value
to land except for what can bo raised
on it-

A special session of the legislature
might afford relief against this vicious
law by repealing or modifying it Un-

less

something of the kind is done and
at once tho people of Texas will be tho
main sufferers and they will suffer
jnievouslv

A CAR FAMINE ALREADY FELT AT

SOME POINTS

The Wheat Offered for Shipment W1U In-

crease

26 A traveling correspondent of The Ga-

zette
¬

met Capt T M Cola yesterday a
member of tha firm of Geo M Dilloy-
Co of this place and asked how mattors
were going on their big ranch This firm
has 2000 acres in wheat Just south of Har-
rold Cipt Cole said they were running
two binders and two headers They carry
tho wheat right from the header to tho
thresher and thoy are cutting and thresh¬

ing and delivering 1000 bushes per day on-
board the cars at Harrold This
company has a little farm of 10010
acres on Beaver creek in Wilbarger
county 5120 of it in a body Capt Colo
says their crop will average eighteen
bushels per acre Tho captain places tho
average full low It is generally believed
it will reaoh twenty bushels As was an-
ticipated

¬

lack of transportation is already
causing uneasiness among the buyers and
shippers Tue Gazette sounded tho alarm
early in tho season and had it not been for
the destruction of track by the lato water-
spouts

¬

tho Fort Worth and Denver would
havo been equal to the occasion But what
the results will now be U impossible to say
and the company should uso every mcan3-
to prevent a car famine for such would
provo more disastrous to the Panhandle
than wouldanothcr flood

Possibly tho management of tho freight
department is not fully awaro of the de-
mand

know that in ten days 1000 bushels of
wheat will be moving where 100 is now

Vernon Chillicothe and Quanah the car
