say that he never lived at all Some say
that the author of this book ws Job
others David others Kelomon Thediscus-
sion has landed some in banK infidelity Now
I havt m trouble with the Hooks of Job
or Kerclation the two most mysterious
boriks in the UibV l ecause of a rule I
adopted some yars ago 1 wade down into
a Scripture passage as lone as I can touch
bottom ami when I cannot then I wade
out 1 used to wade in until it was over
my head and then 1 got drowned I study
a p issa o of Scripture so uug as it is a
comfort and litlp to my soul bu1 when it

Safely housed during the storm you hoa
the rain beating against the window pane
and you find it searching all the crevices of
the window sill it lirst comes down in
solitary drops pattering the dust and then
it deluges the fields and angers the moun-
tain

pl to shelter You know that the rain is
not an accident of the worlds economy
You know it was born of the cloud You
know it was rocked in the cradle of the
wind You know it was sung to sleep by
the storm You know that it is a Hying
evangel from heaven to earth You know
it is the gospel of the weather You know
that od is its father

If this bo true then how wicked is our
murmuring about climatic changes The
first eleven Sabbaths alter I entered the
ministry it stormed Through the week it
was clear weather but on the Sabbaths the
old country meeting house looked like
Xoahs ark l efore it landed A few
drenched people sat before a drenched pas-
tor

is not tiiig more annoying than to hae
planted corn rot in th ground because of
too much moisture or hay all ready for the
mow dashed of a shower or wheat almost
ready for the siVUe spoiled with the rust

Cod has infinite resources
but 1 do not tliiik he has capacity to make
weather to please all the farmers Some-
times

it is too hot or it is too cold it is too
wet or it is too dry it is too early

Hit IT IS VOO IATK
They forget that the Cod who promised
seed time and harvest summer and winter
cold and heat also ordained all the climatic
ohanfres TIito is one question that ought
to be written on even barn on every fence
on every ha stack on every farmhouse

If we otiij knew what a vast enterprise it-

is to provide appropriate weather for tins
world we would not be so critical of tiie-
Iyord Isaac Watts at ten years of a e
complained that he did not like the hymns
that were sung in the Kugiish Chapel

Well iaid his father Isaac instead of
your complaining about the hymns go and
make hymns that are better And he did
so and make hymns that were better Sow
I say to you if you do rot like the weather
eel up a weather company and have a pres-
ident

and a secretary and a treasurer and a-

board of directors and ten million dollars of
stock and then provide weather that will
suit all of us There is a man who has a
weak head and he cannot stand the glare of
the sun You must hve a cloud aiways
hovering over him I like the sunshine I
cannot live without plenty of sunlight so you
must always have enough light for me Two
ships meet in midAtlantic Xheoneis going
to Southampton and tho other is coming
to Xcw York lrovide weather that while
it is abaft for ore ship it is not a head wind
for the other There is a farm that is dried
up for the lack of rain and hero is a pleas-

the rain a father Well then I say if
God takes notice of every minute raindrop
Ho will take notice of the most insignificant
affair of my life It is the astronomical
visw of things that bothers mo Wa look

j up into the nightheavens and we say
Worlds worlds and how insignificant

we feel We stand at the foot of Mount
Washington or Mount Blanc and we feel
thatfwc are only insects and then we say to
ourselves Though the worldis so large
the sun is one million four hundred thou-
sand

times larger Oh we say it is-

no use if God wheels that great machinery
through immensity He will not take the
trouble to look down at me

INFIDEL CONCLUSION
Saturn Mercury and Jupiter are no more

rounded and weighed and swung by the
hand of God than are the globules on a lilac
bush the morning after a shower God is-

no more in magnitudes than he is in min-
utiae

If he has scales to weigh the mount-
ains

he has balauces delicate enough to
weigh the infinitesimal You can no more
see him through the telescoi 3 than you can
see him through the microscope no more
when you look tip than when you look down
Are not the hairs of your head all num-

And if Himalaya has a God hath
not the rain a father I take this doctrine
of a particular Providence and I thrust it
into the very midst of your everyday life
Jf God fathers a raindrop is there any-
thing

God will not father that When Druyse
the gunsmith invented the needlegun
which decided the battle of Sadowa was it-

a mere accident When a fanners boy
showed Blucher a short cut by which he
could bring his army up soon enough to
decide Waterloo for Kngland was it a mero
accident When Lord Byron took a piece of
money and tossed it up to decide whether or
not he should be allianced to Miss Millbauk
was it a mere accident which side of the
metier was up and which was down When
the CIii is iai army was besieged at Bezieis
and a drunken drummer came in at mid-
night

and rang the alarm bell not knowing
what he was doing but waking up the host
in time to light their enemies that moment
arriving

W vs IT AN ACCIDENT
When in one of the Irish wars a starving

mother flying with her starving child sank
down and fainted on the rocks in the night
and her hand fell on a warm bottle of milk
did that just happen so God is either in
the affairs of men or our religion is worth
nothing at all and you had better take it
away from us and instead of this Bible
which teaches the doctrine give us a secu-

lar

book and let us as the famous Mr
Fox the member of parliament in his last
hour cry out Kcad me the eighth book of
Virgil O my friends let us rouse up to-

an appreciation of the fact that all the af-

Again my subject teaches ine that Gods
dealings with us are inexplicable That
was the original force of my text The rain
was a great m stery to t he ancients They
could not understand how tho water should
get into the cloud and getting there how it
should be suspended or falling why it
should come down in drops

MOUTKS SCirNCE
comes along and says there are two portions
of air of different temperature and they are
charged with moisture and the one portion
of air decreases in temperature so the water
may no longer bo held in vapor and it falls
And they tell us that some of the clouds
that look to be only as large as a mans
hand and to be almost quiet in the heavens
are great mountains of mist HKX feet from
base to top and that they rush miles a min-
ute

But after all the brilliant experiments
of Dr James Hutton and Saussurc and
other scientists there is au infinite mystery
about the rain There is an ocean of tho
unfathomable in every raindrop and God
says today as he said in the time of Job

If you cannot understand one
drop of rain do not bo sur-
prised

Why does that aged man
decrepit beggared vicious sick of the
world and the world sick of him live on
while here is a man in midlife consecrated

Hock of little ones about her whom she is
preparing for usefulness and for heaven

consuming everything on himself continue
to prosper while that man who has been
giving 10 per cent of all his income to God
and the church goes into bankruptcy Be-

Let a man lake that one question why
and follow it far enough and push it and
lie will land in wretchedness andjierdition-

Again my text makes me think that tho

rain of tears is of divine origin Great
clouds of trouble sometimes hover over us
They arc black and they are gorged and
they are thunderous They arc more por-
tentous

painted clouds of poverty or persecution
or bereavement They hover over us and
they get darker and blacker and after
awhile a tear starts and we think by an ex-

follow and after awhle there is a shower
of tearful emotion Yea there is a rain of
tears

eyes Great mistake It is one of the
Ix rds richest benedictions to the world
There are people in Blackwclls Island in-

asj ium and at Ltiea and at all the
asylums of this land who were demented by
the fact that they could not cry at the right
time Said a maniac in one of our public
institutions under a gospel sermon that
started the tears Doyousco that tear
That is the first I have wept for twelve
years I think it will help my brain
There are a great many in the grave who
could not stand any longer under the glacier
of trouble If that glacier had only melted
into weeping they could have endured it
There have been times in your life when
jou would have given tho world if you had
possessed it for one tear You could
shriek you could blaspheme but you could
not cry Have you never seen a man hold-
ing

¬

the hand of a dead wife who had been
all the world to him The temples livid
with excitement the eye dry and frantic
no moisture on the upper or lower
lid You saw there were bolts of
anger in tho cloud but no rain To your
Christian comfort he said Dont talk to-

me about God there is no God or if there
is I hate him dont talk to me about God
would he have left mo and these motherless
children But a few hours or days after
coming across some lead pencil that she
owned in life or some letters which she
wrote when he was away from home with
an outcry that appals there bursts the
fountain of tears and as the

srxiiGUT of cons CONSOLATION
strikes that fountain of tears you find out
that it is a tenderhearted merciful pitiful
and allcompassionate God who was the
father of that rain Oh you say it is
absurd to think that Got is going to watch
over tears No my friends There are
three or four kinds of them that God
counts bottles and eternizes First there
are parental tears and there are more of
these than any other kind because the most
of the race die in infancy and that keeps
parents mourning all around the world
They never get over it They may live to
shout and sing afterwards but there Is al-

ways
¬

a corridor in the soul that is silent
though it once resounded My parents
never mentioned tho death of a child who
died fifty years before without a tremor iu
tee voice and a sigh oh how deepfetched-
K was better she should die It was a mercy
she should die She would have been a
lifelong invalid But you cannot argue
awav a narunta grief How often you hear

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the moanOb my child my cnild Then
there are the filial tears Little children
soon get over the loss of parents They are
easily diverted with a new toy But where
is the man that has come to thirty or forty
or fifty years of age who can think of tin
old eoplc without having all the fountains
of his soul stirred tip You may have had
to take care of her a good many years but
you never can forget how she used to take
care of you There have been many sea
captains converted in our church and the
peculiarity of them was that they were
nearly

ALL PRATED ASHORE
by their mothers though the mothers went
into the dust soon after they went to sea
Have you never heard an old man in de-

lirium

of some sickness call for his mother
The fact is wo get so used to calling for her
the first ten years of our life wo never get
over it and when she goes away from us it
makes deep sorrow You sometimes per-
haps in days of trouble and darkness when
the world would say You ought to be
able to take care of yourself you wake
up from your dreams finding yourself say-
ing

O mother mother Have these
tears no divine origin Why take all the
warm hearts that ever beat in all lands
and in all ages and put them together and
their united throb would be weak
compared with the throb of
Gods eternal sympathy Yes God also
is Father of all that rain of repentance
Did you ever seoa rain of repentance Do
you know what it is that makes a man re-
pent

I see people going around trying to
repent They cannot repent Do you
know no man can re ent until God helps
him to repent How do I know By this
passage Him hath God exalted to bo a
prince and a Saviour to give repentance
O it is a tremendous hour when one wakes
up and says I am a bad man I have not
sinned agaiust the laws of the land but I
have wasted my life God asced me for my
services and I havent given those services

ver

coinage some a paper circulation
it is all the same A number of-

pcoplo have been caught iu the
trap of hasty and badly managed specula-
tions

and arc appealing to the sympathies
of the people to help them out

There are greenback schemers subtreas-
ury

schemers and men that have no
scheme but would like to buy one The
government is supposed to be endowed with
miraculous power to be able to make
something out of nothing To make 5 cents
worth of paper into joOOO of wealth to
make a certain quantity of silver equal to a
certain quantity of golu when silver is the
cheaper metal

The magic wand is fiat One hundred
dollars for the man who knows how to use
it A new plank for a Democratic platform
Fiat liko all other magic is delusion The
credit of a government does not depend upon
any abstract theories of its powers but
upon its ability to raise rerenuc to pay its
debts according to contract

A government might issue millions of
paper and of silver dollars so long
as the persons who possessed them could
exchange them at will for gold ones
But the moment the gold dollars had fled
the credit of the government would be
gone the silver dollar would be down to its
bullion value and the paper floating some-
where

between tho value of cuiTency on
black Friday and the present worth of a
Confederate bill

That a government can issue gold coin
and some silver and paper is a fact but it
must be on the same basis as a banker
lends out his deposits and the amount care-
fully

national banking system is the l est bank-
ing

had Then why not perpetuate it I
would suggest that congress authorize tho
secretary of the treasury to issue a bond
running not less than fifty years and draw-
ing

2 per cent interest per annum Ixt
congress then abolish the tax on circulation
on condition that all national banks substi-
tute

as they may have and require
all national banks accepting the
2 per cent bond to issue the full limit of
circulation that is W per cent Xever let-

Berlin July 2 A terrible storm

thunder hail and rain passed orer a large
part of Germany last night causing im-

mense

damage to property and loss life
in the villages Suchtellenrade and Sit
tard In the Crefeld district also near
Dusseldorf the storm was especially se-
vere

and the thunder and lightning was
teriflic Man houses were completely
wrecked and the inmates buried in the
ruins Thirteen bodies have already been
recovered The army pioneers have been
sent to the scene of tho disaster to aid in
the work of rescue It is yet too soon to
form any estimate of the total number of
lives lost Every hour is adding to the
story disaster and but few places in tho
path of the storm seemed to have
