t no advertisement The advertiser makes
n regular tent show of his land sale and
ictaally has the audacity to charge 10 cents
to go into the grounds The average man
who buys one of these 10 cent tickets is
very liable to forget that there is a land
sale at all He looks upon the auctioneer
as a harlequin and laughs at his Jokes the
same as he would at thoso of the end man
in a minstrel show Thcro is absolutely
nothing in the advertisement to suggest
business I see no particular objection to
charging for railroad tickets for if a man
desires to buy land the chances aro ho is
willing to pay for transportation to sec it
but under no circumstances whatever
should an admission fee be charged to go
into the grounds A 10 cent admission fee
will not discriminate between ossiblo and
impossible customers Anybody can
raise 10 cents Discrimination has
got to be practiced in the office
of the rea estate man who must be a
sufficiently good Judge of human nature to
refuse to gve fro tickets to cheap men
Beyond tlo location of the property tho ad-
vcrtiseincn refuses to tell anything about
it Any land salo or real estate advertise-
ment

¬

should describe tho property not
necessarily in its entirety but givj a suffi-
cient

des iption to create hard sense in-

terest

buying than to have one thousand there on-
a free eating expedition

Selling real estate is serious business
It appeals to the very depth of home econ-
omy

¬

or financial investment It can be
boomed the more it is boomed the better it
will sell but there are booms and booms
Hed fiio will sell goods but red fire with
little back of it when once out throws a
darker shadow upon its background

The newspapers are the natural organs of
progress A good newspaper combines
philanthropy with business in order that it
may do more business

Every editor believes that a man should
own a home of his own He is continually
advocating this doctrine He is making his
readers more ana more prepared to under-
stand

¬

and appreciate a wellwritten real
estate adiertisement which in a square
legitimate honest and aboveboard busi-
ness

¬

wav offers land and houses for sale
and will sell more land in one day than all
the balloon ascensions in Christendom can
sell in a month

The advertisement should preach a prac-
tical

evcryday sermon to the people It
should figure the whole thing in the plain-
est

savings bank figures It should prove
to the clerk and workingman that the best
pl3ce to put his money is in desirable real
estate that a mortgage is perfectly healthy
that it is better to have a houso with a
mortgage on it than no house at alL

AVhen land is offered for sale or invest-
ment

¬

or for planting the facts in this di-

rection
¬

should be plainly figured so that the
reader has nothing to do but to vrify the
figures

ilany men today although they may bo-

in moderate circumstances are buying laud
in the suburbs planting it and making the
product of the land pay the taxes and inter-
est

until the time comes when they can
afford to build ui on the land

The writer of real estate advertisements
should made all his information definite
There is no objection to finely rounded ad-
jectives

¬

provided they are followed with
axiomatic nouus The whole truth and
nothing but the truth is the only safe way
of advertising real estate

The land owner should have some pros-
pectus

¬

giving more information than in the
advertisement

Let the advertiser remember one thing
that advertising will make it jiossible to sell
land but that success in business whether
in selling crowbars or building lots de-
pends

upon advertising and the salesmen
that good advertising and plenty of it may
fdll flat when the same amount of adver-
tising

supplemented by plenty of men to
show the land will do five times as much
business as either salesmen can do by them-
selves

outside of home should be selected I
should wish that such school should not be-

it where a girl can secure a solid educa-
tion

she hears from afar You cannot always
be at her side and you do not want her to
become provincial I traveled with my girls

keeping them at school day school
in the wiuter My eldest daughter also
took an elective course at Smith college
while we lived in Springfield Mass Had
we remained there I am afraid that I should
have denied my heart the inexpressible
comfort of having them with me all the
time and sent them to New York to be
broadened Small towns asphyxiate live
people unless air be let in from the outer
world

Were I in your place I should be guided
by what I know of the girls natural bent
and habit of thought If she wishes a city
school that she may have a good time
keep her at home If she is filled with an-
unsellable longing to know more to acquire
knowledge for the sake of knowledge and
if the promptings of that longing are ever
present with her if in short your daugh-
ter

¬

longs to grow and if she has thus far
proved herself entirely trustworthy at all
times and under all circumstances I should
send her to such a school as Rutgers female
college or Packer institute and place her
under the special care of the principal I
have written thus plainly because you havo
honored me by asking my advice and life
is too short to be spent in fencing with
truth and to borrow the words of Mrs
Cripps in David Copperfield I am a
mother myself Mr Copperfield I am-
my deal sincerely yours

Mr Dear Mrs I believe in sending
girls away to school unless you can give
them such educational advantages as yon
desire at home and even then there is
something invaluable in the discipline of
absence from even a mothers sheltering
arms Girls become more selfreliant
more appreciative of home of mother love
and mother care more mature in thought
and purpose when they are thrown upon
their own resources so far as planning and
caringior themselves is concerned

There are girls who need to be always
under a mothers vigilant care but I ap-
prehend

¬

the mother is somewhat at fault
but girls who can be trusted At home can ba

safely trusted away also and the change
generally does them a great deal of good in
almost numberless ways

Now with regard to this boarding school
question we must always bear in mind that
there are boarding schools and boarding
schools

Some seem to be asylums for wayward
girls some are filled with romping girls
more eager for some escapade than to
acquire knowledge of anything useful and
some are conducted on such a system that
tho best girls are demoralized by oversur-
veillance

I would choose a school where tho stand-
ard

¬

is high and where there would be a con-
stant

¬

stimulus to the best effort where the
atmosphere of the school is pure and health-
ful

¬

A school of known reputation and
high rank brings together a better class of
pupils whose companionship is safer
whose aims are hizher whose purpose in
life is more ennobling Among such you
can safely place the daughter whose educa-
tion

¬

is a matter of deep solicitude and rest
assured she will be better grounded in
character and attainments than if you keep
her always near you and anticipate her
every want and bear her every trial sorrow
and burden as all fond mothers are so
prone to do-

I am fully aware that the separation from
your dear child will be almost more than
you can bear costing you a far deeper bit-
terer

¬

pang than it will her Still you will
bo able to bear it I am sure if jou really
feel that it is for the good of your child
and will ultimately redound to her advan-
tage

You know the parent eagles are accus-
tomed

to pusli their young eaglets out of the
home nest to try their youthful wings and
to develop in them new powers of whose
possession they can otherwise never be

Dear Midam Your kind letter of in-

quiry

tion

a question which is very diflicult for
anyone to answer who is not thoroughly
familiar with the character disposition
circumstances and surroundings of tho
young lady in whoso behalf it is asked in
any particular case Much must depend
upon the temperament firmness of prin-
ciple

and religious convictions influencing
the life of every girl for whom the question
comes up In the abstract your own put-
ting

¬

of the matter is surely quite right
The best school for a girl is home and her

best teacher i a cultured and refined
mother But we know that a very large
number of our noblest women have gained
much of their best experience in college
and in the best boarding schools It de-
pends

¬

on the girl and on the school For
my own part I would not tako the respon-
sibility

¬

of advising in any particular case
unless I knew the young lady well and had
carefully investigated the particular school
or college to which it was proposed to send
her

You do not wish your daughter to go yet
if she remain at home you desire her to be
satisfied to do so I think a girl of sixteen
should trust her mothers love and recog-
nize

¬

that the mother knows far inore both
of life and of what especial dangers may-
be most to be dreaded for her than she Jier
self can Cannot your daughter and your-
self

¬

take the matter separately and to-

gether
¬

to the highest source of wisdom and
ask for light and guidance On you to
whom the Master has given a daughter
he rests the great responsibility of a de¬

cision To the young lady herself I can
only say that the girl who implicitly
trusts a good mother in all the
affairs of life may rest assured that she is
always doing the safest thing possible and
that she will always receive good counsel
prompted by a most earnest and tender so-
licitude

truest strongest most unselfish affection
of which we have knowledge and its one
desire is the highest good and happiness of
