of DuiMiit the news of
which reached here this evening llosaii
had been at Duratit during the day laying
in a supply of groceries and was en route
home just after nightfall On reaching a
point alwut three miles from home he was
suddenly lired upon from tho thick
underbrush the bullet pussinc throigh his
hat rim He dashed off rapidly but had
cone scarcely twenty yards when auother
Winchester cracked ami the ball
whistled past his ear This is
the second attempt to assassinate
llo an Tho first time bein about four
months ago when one nij lit two men rode
up to his house one night and demanded
that he come out On refusing the marau-
ders

¬

dismounted and went to the
window and began shooting with
the effect of cripplng Ilogau
shooting the olcvenvcarold daughter so
that she afterwards died An older daugh-
ter

¬

was shot and is a cripple for life from
the effects of it and Mrs Ifojran was also
badly wounded The fiends then set lire to
the barn and rode off

A few days after this svo youn mm
living in the neighborhood were anvitedaiid
taken to the iris jail where they were
held in heavy bail to await the action of the
Um tcd States court The wounded family at
that time were brought to tips city where
hut one was brought hack to health This
lasr attempt at assassination is supposed 1o-

he by tho same parlies The evidence of-
Uogan will he the principal to convict
them in the United States court and if-

he is pot rid of they will have
little difiiculty iu coniine out clear
of the charges pending He is also
a witness agaiu t the two uioa iu
another murder case which was the
probable incentive for the first assasiua-
tion Regans neighbors speak well of him
and condemn the attempts to murder him in
the loudest terms

of lire was raised ami tho audience began
to stamjiede and sonieouo on the outside
began to break up sticks so that
the noiso would cause them to think
tho pavilion was crashing in At this
juncture cooler men rose to their feet and
got tho assemblage quiet After a lapse of
live minutes tha hall got lit up again and
Mr Jones continued his lecture for a brief
iwriod but seeing the ladies were greatly
excited soon brought It to a ro e-

Thei is the greatest indignation ovr the
outrage and a reward will be offered for
the arrest of the perpetrators Those who
are not themselves Sam Jones disciples are
indignant because of tho lives of the best
ladies in the city being jeoiardl7ed and also
insulted by being egged

NEW ORLEANS LEVEE

Work of Encircling the City
Growing Troublesome

ACTION OF THE BOARD VETOED

A Vigorous Kiel fiom Property Owners
Who Are Left Oudlile tho Levue-

Uue lltchts Claimed by the
leiee Jloartl

levee board is encountering a great deal
of trouble in the work it has undertaken of
building a levee around New Orleans
that will protect the city from over ¬

flew in the ovent of high water It
has been shown during the last two years
that tho present levee is not near high
enough for tho March rise in the river The
water poured over the dyke and Hooded some
of the most central streets To prevent
a recurrence of this and to
raise tho levees to the pn pr height the
last legislature created the Orleans levee
board and levied a tax on all property iu
the city for that purpose The hoard has
now set about the work and decided
on huilding a new levee completely around
the city eighteen and a half feet above low
water or about two feot higher than it is-

at prescit This has proved an ex-
pensive

¬

work and has entailed other ex-
penses

¬

and a great deal or wrangling
It was found lor instance that the raising
of the levee rendered it very difficult for
floats or drays to reach the wharves and
the entire wharf front will havo to be
raised at the samo time iu order to conform
with the levees Tho necessary woik
which will cost 8130000 or perhaps
more was oidcred by the city council last
week and a number of wharves were torn
up preparatory to raising them but this
work was stopped by the mayors veto
yesterday and tho wharves remain in a-

d Ismautled stateto the disgust of merchants
sliipporsrailroadsaudothers as it promises
to seriously interfere with business in run-
ning

¬

tho now lines of levees Moreover
tho Orleans levee board left a number of
houses in tho upper or Sixth
district outside the levee and
at tho mercy of tho rive on tho-
sround that it was useless to build a dyke
there as it would sooa cave into tho river
The owners of tho property consisting of
residences docks and stores gave
notice today that they would not
bo thus sacriticed and threatened to bring
suit for the value of tiieir property
unless it was afforded some protection
particularly as they are paying the
levee tax The board however claims
tho right to run thalovee lines where it
pleases and through any street nnd the
result threatens a great deal of litigation
As for the dismantled wharves if the
mayors veto is npprovedthey will probably
bo temporarily repaired for business oy the
Louisville and Nashville railroad and others
interested until tho questions at issue can
be settled
