BY A GOOD MAJORITY

The IfeiT Constitution Adopted Almost
Unanimously The Alliance Didnt

Hack the Peoples Party

Louisville Kr Aug 3 With a quiet
election Kentucky has t>day elected a full
state ticket adopted a constitution and
chosen a legislature to enforce it

The new constitution has carried with a
sweep and the majority for it is placed at
anything from 50000 to 100000 It is not

st in a single county In some cases the
vote in its favor has been practically unani-
mous

The Peoples party has polled only about
SOOCiO vote These have come mostly from
the Republican party and from the cities
Whilo tno Alliance was supposed to be back
of the Peoples party it has done very little
for it on account of the dissensions which
arose last January and whichresultedintho
retirement from the Alliance of President
