The Production of ISoth Oar Gold and
Silver Mines Should be Encouraged

to Their Full Extent

Is it oris it not a dangerous thing this

borrowing money from foreign capitalists
Tho general answer to this query I am
well aware is in tho negative But it is
admitted that it is one of those socalled
necessary evils where it is permitted that
no greater harm may be done It is a sort
of an everyday saying that this is a great
country possessing great undeveloped re-
sources

¬

and it takes money to develop them
It is said that our home supply of money is
greatly inadequate to meet these demands
and to seemingly justify the borrowing of
this money from abroad and to explain
how the foreign capitalists can loan their
money to us it is said that
the improvement of the private hones and
tho general natural resources of the United
Kingdom from which wo get the bulk of
our borrowed foreign money and socalled
aid are now fully developed That at the
present time all the fruits of their labor
beyond the amount necessary for them to
live upon represents so much money capi-
tal

¬

which finds its way into banks loaning
corporations etc which in turn look about
for some lucrative field to invest this money
They fiud no field for tho said investments
equal to thj securities offered in the United
States This is shown by the confidence
these foreign capitalists have in the numer-
ous

¬

purchases within the past few
years of many of our great industries In
short could tho exact statistics be
produced showing the total amount of
money interest which foreigners have iu
this country in railroads aud railroad bonds
in the niauy manufacturiug industries iu
actual land ownership in real cstato mort-
gages and the numerous city Iwmds
throughout our land representing a promise
to pay the aggregate of these figures would
appall the most conservative Now for a
moment to ue as brief as possible at the
same time to clearly express myself let me
ask upon what money basis arc these for-
eign

capitalists doing a business seemingly
and actually so gigantic And to iay the
cornerstore upon which this inquiry is-

biused let me introduce statistics furnished
by the director of the mint Leech of the
coin in the world as he approximates it and
as published oy the New York Weekly W it-

It must be conceded that these statistics
as given by Mr Leech are reasonably cor-
rect

000 all told in gold and silver Are for-
eign

dented

by any nation on the globe Have they
for tho past decade had a hand in the
shaping of our national finauces and do
they contemplate at this very time when
the stringency in the money market is most
severe to enslave our people as did tho
cold and selfishhearted gold bugs during
and immediately after the civil war Even
admitting that foreign money is not forcing
itself upon us but to the contrary that we
are the suppliants for this money what
will the end be Tho capitalists of the
United Kingdom today with a home gold
basis of 4550000000 are loaning us
their money by tho hundred3-
of million dollars which sooner or
later must bo paid back to them interest and
principle payable in gold Director Leech
in his statement stated that the United
Kingdom has only to50000000 all told iu
gold Is she baiting and has she sot an-
other

¬

trap as did the goldbugs of tho IiWs
and TOs to double yea treblo her present
gold basis and this too from the toil and
efforts of Americans How can tho result
be otherwise for if they loan us a thousand
million dollars and when the loan matures
if called in does it not take from this coun-
try

a thousnnd million dollars in gold ex-
clusive

of tho interest thereon which is
also payable in the same coin But it is
said we have already had the thousand mill
dollars and now as we pay it back how can
tho return of the money previously
received increase their gold basis

may be possibly largely limited b our ex-

ports

aud commercial intercourse with that
country should such balances be in our
favor Again it is said foreign money
brought here increases our circulating
medium by that much and with thi3 thous-

million dollars of foreign money we
have developed our natural resources to
such an extent that today their assessed
value is fifteen hundred million dollars
Now this foreign money is withdrawn it
only came here to remain for awhile now
wecan say that these natural resources
developed with foreign money are
worth lifleai hundred million dol-

For with the contraction of the voluino of

TROOPS AMBUSHED

YAQUI INDIANS KILL TWENTY
MEN WITH STONES

A Losing Battle Where the Mexicans aro-

Dnable to See Their Enemies or Tell
Where the Shots Come From

CmnrAncA Mexico Aug 3 Ignacio

Yarra a prominent merchant of Hcrmita-
a small town lying at the foot of the moun-
tains

¬

about fifty miles northwest of this
city is here He says that the people of
his section aro having much troublo with
the Yaqui Indians This tribe is one of the
fiercest in the whole republic and has never
been subjugated Tho home of the Indians
is in the almost inaccessible mountain
fastnesses aud they bid defiance to all the
troops that can be sent against
them These Indians number about
1000 and have been at war with
the whites ever since tho Spaniards first
came to this country They are a largo
bodied people and are intensely warlike
liviug entirely off of their neighbors From
their mountain home they descend into tho
valleys aud leave a trail of blood behind
them It is estimated that within tho past
live years they havo killed over four hun-
dred

¬

people and have stolen hundreds o
thousands of dollars gworthjt os plunder
They will cot stand to fight the troops but
llec to the mountains which they have ren-
dered

¬

almost impregnable and there arc
lost to their pursuers who are in constant
fear of an ambush

Yarra says that about a month ago a
young lieutenant determined to follow the
savages and gave chaso after they had
made a particularly bloody raid The In-
dians

¬

killed seven men and carried off four
women when they went back Tho alarm
was given and the lieutenant took twenty
laeu and started in pursuit being only
threo hours behind and traveling light
while tho Indians were incumbered with
the captured stock which they were driv-
ing

¬

On arriving at the foot hills the troops
proceeded carefully seudi ng out an advance
guard and watching the cliffs closely

As they went deeper into the mountains
the trail led directly between fvo frowning
walls into a canyon which was so narrow
that the ligit ot day scarcely penetrated it
After consultation it was decided to send
two men to see if there was any appearance
of ambush These men followed the trail
through the canyon to an open park which
spread out in the heart of the mountains
Far out in this opening they saw the fleeing
Indians hurrying toward a village which
nrstlcd in the foothills on tho
other side The scouts hast-
ened

¬

back and made their report
aud the lieutenant detcrmieed to push on
and attack the village The whole party
went into the canyon but had gone only a
short distance when one of the soldiers in-

tho rear glancing up at the frowning walls
saw an Indian peering over a crag He at-
ence gave a shout of warning nnd ran back
to the entrance as fast as he could The
warning was too late to benefit his compan-
ions

¬

for as scon as the cry was given
a mass of rock camo tumbling down into
the narrow canyon and tho Indians kept up
such a pelting with stones and boulders
that not one of those who wero in advance
were able to get out The solitary remnant
of the squad ran his horse nearly to death
and escaped with two slight wounds He
told his story at tho fort and the colonel in
command at once sent a detachment of sol-
diers

¬

one hundred strong with two Gat-
tling guns to the scene of the massacre

Orders were given to recover the bodies
of the ambushed soldiers at all hazards and
if possible inflict punishment on the In-

dians
¬

When they arrived at the scene of
slaughter they found that the Indians had
horribly mutilated the dead soldiers scalp-
ing

¬

dl of them and cutting and slashing
their faces and bodies in a terrible manner
The troops began throwing balls from the
gallings into the rocks and then made
an advance into tho pass When
they had proceeded about a quarter of a
milo they found the way blocked with
large stones which had been rolled into the
trail They began tearing down the barri-
cade

¬

but were subjected to a galling firo
from hidden Indians and lost three more
men without being able to see their enemies
or tell where tiio shots camo from The
captain in charge saw that he was fighting
a losing battle aud returned to the fort with
the twentythree dead men

500 to S5000 The man whose taxable

Now we are told that the remedy for all
this is first tho unlimited coinage of gold
and silver second the issuance of addi-

third a reductionof the tariff Now our ob-

ections to this are lirst wo do not see how
the unlimited coinaee of gold and silver
would help or benefit any ono but thoso
who havo gold and silver to coin
or that such gold and silver
would be coined if moneyed corpora-
tions
