Pacilie announced them from the Memphis
territory and then the Missouri Kansas
and Texas railway put thorn on from Han-

Sedalia Kansas City Junction City
and intermediate points on its lines This
was gome into the territory of the Missouri
Pacific and Sana Fe They were both oi
posed to this and it is said
in railroad circles that the Santa
ie llled its objections before the
passenger association In a day or two the
matter was more complicated by the with-
drawal

and accordingly the other lines withdrew
ihcir announcements Hut the Cotton
Belt route had gone so far in the matter

THE MASS OF RUINS BURNED

A Large Number of People Meet an Awful

Fate Before the Gaze of Thousands

The Tire Department Prevented from Glr-

1ns Prompt llespunse bv Itlockaded
Streets Pathetic and Heart-

rending

Scenes

New York Aug 22 At 1220 this after-
noon

¬

an explosion occurred in a fivestory
brick building in Park Place occupied by
John C Eberlc A fire followed and tho
building was consumed in a few moments
It is feared that a number of persons are
burned to death The lire spread to an ad-
joining

¬

building One report says fifty peo-
ple

¬

are burned
Later developments show the fire was

caused by a boUer explosion More than
fifty persons were killed Not one person
in the building escaped alive as walls fell
immediately after the explosion

A Detailed Acconnt
New Yoke Aug 22 A most disastrous

and terrible accident occurred this after-
noon

¬

at 12X oclock in Park Place betwOen
Greenwich street aud College Place At
that time the street was filled with hurry ¬

ing people aud heavilyladen wagons and
trucks The first small white vaporing
cloud burst from the ground floor
of Nos 70 72 and 74 Park Place
then was heard a duli deep sullen
roar as if a huge monster was trying to
break his bonds The roar was followed by-
an eruption aud a mass of brick stone and
timber was hurled thirtyfort heavenward
The cries of terror of trie men and tiie al-

most
¬

human screams of the horses was
only a small accompaniment of the terri-
ble

¬

sce o which instantly followed Not
moro than a second could possibly
have elapsed bofore tho front walls of Nos
70 72 and 71 fell crashing into the street
To those who saw the sight it was horribly
attractive Tho great walls slowly rolled
and swelled out with an undulating motion
until slowly at first but then more rapidly
they gave way and in a moment there was
not a

STICK OR SIOSI STAXOIXG
above the first floor between the dividing
walls Tho mass of brick stone aud timber
fell upon the sidewalk and filled half the
width of the street

The attention of those who were gathered
from ail quarters was attracted by tho
sound of escaping steam which was spout-
ing

¬

forth from a pipe which had been
broken by the falling walls The crowds
which had gathered mado the streets almost
uupussable In the meantime fire had
broken out and was licking the lower part
of No C At least fifty men had climbed
upon the pile of ruins hoping to rescue
some of the unfortunate peoplo from being
buried in the ruins They were driven from
tlieir posts by the lire which was spread-
ing

¬

rapidly Jt had burst out on the
other side of tho ruins and ran rapidly
up the elevator shaft at tho main entrance
to the block of buildings of which numbers
70 72 aud 74 were a part For a time tho
hissing steam fought the fire but as that
died out the element made more headway

Could the lire department have been on
the scene at thfc time of the explosion tho-

TEUllIIlLi EFFECT
of tho fire would have been prevented in a
large part As it was the first contingent
did not appear until live minutes after tho
explosion Tho delay was due to the
blocked condition of Murray street and
Park place ami Church street A line of
hose was laid and one feeble little stream
from a hydran played on the fire
which was breaking out on the side
next to No OS Soon after other engines
arrived but the efforts of the department
were all directed to ono portion of tho fire
To those who were watching the slowly
creeping flames the delay was a terrible
strain

Suddenly tho firo burst out in darkly col-
ored

¬

flames from the third fourth and fifth
stories of that part of the building on Park
place next to Greenwich street This
part of the building was occu-
pied

¬

by Lindsays type foundry Tho
floors and other parts of tho place were
saturated with oil or other inflammable
matter which spread tho flames gener-
ously

¬

A MUItMO
ran through tho throng that the building
was lost and the multitude shuddered at
thinking of the fate of the occupants of tho
ruins

When tho full forco of firemen did at last
get to work the headway of the fire was
soon cheeked by their skilled endeavors

As interest iu the explosion and tho fall-
ing

¬

walls in a measure subsided horriblo
conjectures were circulated as to how
many were injured in the ruins Working
people as well as those engaged in offices
and warehouses generally got their lunch
con at noon There was a restaur-
ant

¬

on tho round floor of-
No 74 in which it was thought
there were about twentylive persons when
the accident happened In tho upper por-
tion

¬

of the building there was
a iAiaiE xrjincn-

of working jieople employed by lithograph-
ers

¬

and other trades It is not known how
many peoplo were employed iu the places
but as Saturday is recognized as half holi-
day

¬

beginning at 1 p in it is presumed
that most of them who woro not out
getting something to cat were in the build-
ing

¬

A deep feeling of horror spread through
the throng as estimates of the number of
victims were passed from mouth to mouth
For almost two hours this was the only
subject of inquiry It was on the lips of
everyone

During the whole of those long two
hours fire reigned supreme It could not
be sufficiently subdued to permit the fire-
men

¬

to make any effort to extricate the
dead and wounded The number of dead
was variously estimated at from

two to TiniEE nuxrmEn
Policeman Back said ho hauled three men

out of the kitchen in the basement under
the restaurant He entered through the
plumbing shop Back said he saw at least
fifty persons partly buried in the basement
Some of them were alive and calling loudly
for help but most of them were evidently
dead

Jacob Schluseinge employed in tlie build-
ing

¬

on tho opposite side of Park place said
there must have been at least one hundred
persons in the building when the explosion
occurred

Frank Burris of the photoengrav¬

ing company said that ho was in the upper
window just opposite the scene of disaster
aud that ho heard a rumbling sound Ho
saw a number of people fall from the upper
windows and he describes it as if having
lieen blown from the window Following
them almost immediately were the falling
walls which fell upon aud7-

IUKIED TOE TEOrLE-
As soon as the flames were under control

the work of recovering the bodies of the
unfortunate persons who were buried
beneath the ruins was begun About
forty manly firemen climbed upon
the great heap of bricks that
fillpd the street and began the search for
bodies They worked like fiends They
seemed to realize perfectly that on their
efforts depended the lives of many of tho
poor wretches who were buried beneath
the heaps of brick One minutes delay
Bight decide the fate of some poor fellow

After twenty minutes tho workmen saw
the dead body of a man down in a heap of-
bri k Then every man worked for all he
was worth and pushed away the mass in-
an astonishing short space of time At220-
oclock the body of the man was found It
was burned and charred so that the feat-
ures

¬

were unrecognizable
The Chambers street hospital sent a corps

of physicians and surgeons who assisted
the firemen in-

THE SEAKCU FOIE BODIES
About fifteen minutes after the first body

was taken out the firemen came across
another body of a man lying under a piece
of roofing near the side entrance His legs
hands and face were badly burned
The firemen were working bravely when
suddenly they heard a low moan
coming from beneath thotr feet It was
feeble and sounded like that of a child
Tho firemen redoubled h r efforts in clear-
ing

¬

away the mass of ri ks and timber
from the spot from wheLCi the sound came
After working for nearly twenty
minutes Edward L Mulligan driver
of hook and ladder company No
raised a little girl in his arms That sho
was alive and conscious after being ouried
under the mass of brick seven feet deep
was almost a miracle The little girls face
and arms were bleeding from cuts and
burns but sho was able to talk As soon
as Mulligan raised her up she lifted her
eyes to a window on the upper floor ot the
building across the street and called in
piteous tones

THERES MT MAMMA

the mother upon seeing her child be-
came

¬

so frantic with joy that had it not
been for the combined efforts of four men
standing near by she would have jumped
from tho window When the little girl was
rescued the crowd yelled and clapped their
hands in joy It was a touching sight and
one that would not soou be forgotten by
those who saw it

The littlo girl was carefully placed in an
ambulance and taken to the Chambers
street hospital The little thing told the
men as they were placing her in the ambu-
lance

¬

that her brother and sister were both
dead under the bricks It seems she was
playing in front of the building at the time
of the explosion It was found at the hos-
pital

¬

that she was badly bruised
Another body fearfully burned was taken

from the house at 245 p in-

In a few minutes the body of a boy and
girl were found They were the children
of Eugene F Heaghey who lived at No 72
Park Place

At 3 oclock the force of firemen and
police was increased and work on tho ruins
progressed moro rapidly It is now impos-
sible

¬

to learn who were in the building when
the crash came-

he could intimidate that body While
the commission has no control
over interstate rates a very considerable
reduction of them would be made by a re-
duction

of local rates by the commission
Nothing that the commission has done or
proposed to do warrants pny beligerant
action on the part of any of the railways
and can hardly aecouut for tho change of
