Texas needs and will need for half a
century cheap money to develop her vast
resources and where is she to look for it
Certainly not to Wall street nor to
Europe AVe never did have any
cheap money in this state until foreigners
betran to lend it to us I for one do not
want to sco a return to tho times of i per-
cent a month and it has only been a few
years since that was the prevailing rate of
interest in this state Drive out cheap
foreign money and that will be the prevail-
ing

rate again
If 1 were a Republican I presume I could

consistently advocate tho features of the
alien land law preventing the loaning of
foreign money in this country because it is-

in line and full accord with the protective
tariff idea It is a protection of American
capital against cheap foreign money
