It i= found that the laws regulating re-
eeiverahips are defective In many particu-
lars.  Much is left to construetion and much
1o the discretionof the court in the ahwence
of statutory regulations and with conflicting
precedents it s not always easy Tor a court
to deterining what is best to be done in par-
ticular cuses

Seversl recommendations for amending
the luws on that subject are made:

1. That no receiver shall have any inter-
est in banks designated as dopositories,

2 That banks desicnated shall give ample
bond.

8. That the necessity for improvements
and renowals, except in an emergency,
ahall be gscertained and fixed by the court,
due notice havinge been given to the partics
at interest.

4. The same care shall be exarcised in
fixing the sataries of receivers and others.

Garwood's Minority Report.
Special 1o the Gaze‘.;c.

Avstis, Tex., Aug. 2,—Senator Gar-
womd, who Ji nj 2 minority report, concurs
in the findings and recommendations of the
majlority roport, and submits some conclu-
sion= of his own, which, as he thinks, elu-
cidate the evidence zdduced. He finds
that the reeeivership was bused on the al-
leped frandulent and detitious claim of
Gonld, and that the receivers, solicitors,
attorneys. o, Wwere appointed at a
sulary aggrecuting $15,000 a year, to pre-
vent the collsction of o frrudulent debt.
Jn one month Gould got judgment for his
debt, and Eady, one of his men. was made a
receiver, there being practically no inves-
tigation of the merits of Gould's cluim
The receivership was then continted to col-
lect the debt for Gould, all of which, to-
gether with the resignation of Finley, the
appointment of Eddy and the negotiations
in eounection therewith, bear all ‘the semb-
Iance of barter and sals. Extravagant sala-
ries were paid, as in Fioley's case, aod

allowance and  expenditures were
ma.ﬂa without mnotice to the parties
at interest, involviog grave abuses.

The deposit of the receivership funds in
Longview and Mineola banks was improper
and ao abusa of authority. Judge Me-
Cord’s conduct in several instances is se-
verely eriticised as unbecoming and a pros-
titution of high official position.
