That it is one of the unpardonable social

sins for any one to be discourteous in her

the following comments as to the
ways in which this rudeness is often
manifested It is not infrequent that you
would prefer that certain callers should
stay away but more than likely they have
beea repeatedly and warmly in ited to call
and no one is to blame but yourself If ths
cold shoulder i3 to Tie shown or petty dis-

likes or slight3 to be displayed there is
ample room and opportunity Your homo
is certainly not tho place to show them
Any one crossing your doorstep whatever
his standing may be and whether bidden
or not is for the time j our guestand is en-

titled
¬

to the usages of polite society and
courteous consideration You should never
be deluded by the idea that shortcomings
in politeness and hospitality are o erlooked-
or forgotten for such i3 rarely the case
and by sensitive people such actions are
much more painful than an open affront
or insult If your callers should be back-
ward

¬

or awkward they have every right
to expect you to come to their assistance
in making them feel comfortable and at
ease in conversation amusement or In
whatever way it may bo needed

Tnere are a few things quite generally
indulged in by well meaning people when
callers are present who if they would tako-
a second thought at tho time would see
that they ere extremely discourteous
There may be mentioned meaning looks at
members of the household or old acquaint-
ances

fingers whispered consultation in the hall-
way

the carrying on of protracted couers-

ations one with another to the ignoring
of the caller refusing to play lipon the
piano if requested to do so when the caller
knows that there is no reasonable etcuss
except disinclination why jou should not
Many other common abuses might be men-
tioned

Evening Mail and after thirteen years serv-
ice

Mail and Express Colonel Shepard pres-

Sugar Prospects
With the 1st of October begins the new

campaign which is to supply the world with
sugar for the coming twelve months It is
interesting to know as early as possible
what the best informed merchants expect
from the different countries of production
In reply to requests for information we
have received sufficient replies to enable U3-

to make a preliminary estimate as compared
with the crops of the campaign now closing
The grand total is 2052000 tons of cane and
3713000 tons of beet against 2632000 tons
of cane and 3GSO000 tons of beet last jear
These figures are subject to change as the
crops develop

Regarding some of tho countries we are
informed as follows Cuba The stocks
now in Cuba aro estimated at 130000 tons
of which 20000 tons are under shipment and
probably already sold The reports regard-
ing

¬

the growing crop aro very favorable
with few exceptions Rains have been
abundant and the sowings have increased
somewhat West India Islands Crops are
all finished and exports will bo limited to a
few stray cargoes probably not exceeding
5000 tons Prospects in all the islands and
Demerara are favorable for good crops for
189192 but very much depends on tho
weather during October November and
December Tho Demerara new crop will
begin about October 15 but we may not
look for arrivals in the United States until
say November 15 Regarding Brazilthere-
s no stock of old crop at Peruambuco and

the new crop will be late with no ship-
