England by the auticorn law league A
statistical abstract of the German Liberal
argument against the corn tax has been
published in pamphlet form and widely dis-
tributed

The present duty on corn is at the rate of
0 marks per ton Tho area of laud devoted

to wheat and rye is about S000000 hectares
in actual agricultural occupation The av-
erage

crop is S500CO0 tons of which 1230
00 tons go for seed leaving for consump ¬

tion just a little over 7000000 tons About
loUOOoO tons of wheat and rye are im-

jwrted from which a small deduction must
made to cover the slight export of flour

Thus the amount consumed at home is
about s500000 tons or 172 kilograms per
head of population The tar on the
corn imported yields a revenue
of 0000000 marks The German Lib-
erals

argue that tho price is raised
by the nuiount of duty and that as the
small farmers consume all the corn they
grow the only persons to be benefited are
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the largo farmers thoso cultivating 100
hectares or over of which there are onlv-
iT000 against 4000000 small farmers But
it is argued again that this benefit is only
apparent as the large farmers as well as
the small are mostly tenants and the only
effect of their increased profit is to raise
their rent In other words the
persons benefited are tho land-
owners

increased price are the consumers at large
not the producers of the corn who number
about 30000000 These consume about
210 00OOU marksworth per jear aud a
family of live persons it is alleged will
pay in a year is a result of the duty 43
marks or nearly three weeks wages for
