Bostox, Masa, Oct. 15.—Last Monday
an incident occurred which has been kept
$0 secret that the news did not escape until
to.day.

Sam Small on a warrant charg-
itfr him with obtaining by falsa pretenses
from Bev. H. U, Monroe, an Episcopalian
clergyman, the sum of $1000, It wus a
civil action, so the prisoner escaped the
publicity of a court scene, He was bailed

out by Secretary Marden of the prohibi- |

tory state committee, and bhas been stump-
ing the state ever since. The case was
broughtin the civil court solely to avoid
the scandal that a eriminal case might bring
to the cause of prohibition.
the transaction which resulted in the ar-
rest of Mr. Small took place in August,
1590, when Small was prezident of Ogden
university. It is alleged that Mr. Small in-
duced Rev. Mr, Monrve to pay 1000 for o
lot of lund which he represented to be
worth that sum. The 1 belonged to the
university and, as the slory goes, was
worth only 8500, That was the sum de-
manded by the university. and itis under-
stood that Small divided the purse with the
university and was 3500 richer by the trans-
action. When Mr. Monroe learned that he
hud been duped he demanded the return
of bis money. That was oot forthcomiug
