F mer rights and recent avents were tend-
ing to increase French infinence there,
The approachment between Russis and
France astonished nobedy. It was simply in
consequence of old sympathies. The min-
izter justified the nations partaking in the
festivities at Nice, declaring that it was the
celebration of the memory of & man who
bad fought for France.

Roeganding the troubles which accom-
panied the French religiouns pilerimages to
Rome. he suid that the agitation provoked

in Italy by these piigrim incidents
was. altogether out of proportion 10
any offensa that the pilerims com-
mitted during their presence in [taly.

The incidents having an international bear-
fhe, the minister said the government felt
bound to issue a circular to the bishops of
the country 1o =top these pilerimuees, and
the pope himself had declared that the

goverument was fustified in s0 do-
ing. “Nobody would surely deny,” he
continued, ‘“‘that bishops owed this

Coutinuing, M. Ribot said that France
had a right to be proud of thesympathy
which had been extended to her on ail sides.
She deserved it, wo, for her energy
had enabled her to regain her position
after disaster. Replying to the interpella-
tion of Comte Mun, the well-known repre-
sentative of Catholic socialism, M. Ribot
deunied having charged the French ambassa-
bor at Home to thank the Italisn govern-
ment for the protection the latter had af-
forded the French pligrims.
