erally admitted here by the supporters of
the government and by Americans and those

in sympathy with them that the situation
of aflairs as res the dispute between
the United States and Chili has not im-
roved. In fact, the anti-American feeling
s growing in bitterness and all American
officials in Chili are apprehensive that fur-
ther trouble is brewing. The exact nature
of this trouble they are unable to define,
but they see little prospect thatan amiable
settlement of the Valparaiso incident will
soon be reached, and the signs of incfeas-
ing popular animosity toward the United
States hns given ground for apprehension
and indiznation. It is not intended by these
statements to create a feeling of alarm or
even anxiety as to the final result of the
diplomatie negotiations now in progress,
but from all one can see here to-day the re-
lations between the junta and the
Umnited States pgovernment are dao-
gerously  strained. United States Min-
ister Egan, Capt. W. S. Schley,
of the Baltimore and William P. McCreery,
United States consul at Valparaiso, were in
close consultation throughout the day, and
though it is not possible to obtain any defi-
nite statement from them for publication
regarding the nature or result of their long
deliberations, it can be sdid that they all
consider the reply of the junta to Minister
Egun’s mnote asking for a proper ex-
plunation of the Valparaiso collision
a5 decidedly insulting to the United States
government. It isalso known that they
regard the situation at present as belng se-
rious. The reply of the junta they think
means practically that Chili is indignant at
the demand made by the United States
government  and that she will take
her own time to consider the mat-
ter and that when the juntn re:aches
a conclusion -that the government will settle
the matter without reference tothe views
of the United States on the subject, The
reply of the junta, they further say, fails to
express any regret for the murder of the
Baltimore’s men, nor is thére in that doea-
ment any expression of regret as to the
conduct of the police in  using their
bayouets in  arresting the Baltimord's
men, Several of the latter it will be re-
memberad were more or less severely
wounded with bayvonet thrusts. While
United States oftic here are justly indig-
naut 4t the terms in which the reply of the
unti is couched, their Indigonation is notn-

ing compared to that felt by the
Aamerican  residents  in Chill.  They
do not conceal the fact that they

are looking for further and more serious
trouble, possibly in the near future, be-

But for marketing, provisioning, watering,
interchange of messumes between the com-
miander and the United Stites minister, and
other necessary duties, men and ofiicers
have to go ashore, and the captain of the
United Stutes cruiser does not intend to be
prevented from attending to such auties,
But as the wvirtual boyeolt placed upon
the Baltimore continues, Capt. Schley, if
ke finds it necessary, will send armed men
ashore and will tuke other steps to enforce
their protection, It is just learned that
there is another feature of the Valparaiso
outrage which demands explanation. The
municipal and government oflicers of Vaol-
varaiso. who made the i tis
tion of the attack wupon the sailors
of the Balimore compelled the United
States men-of-war’s men who wereconfined
in prison to sign a stutement written in
Spanish, exonerating the polive from all re-
sponsibility as to their arrest. As these
papers had to be signed as one of the stipu-
lations for the relense of the blue-jackets,
the men naturally did as they were re-
quested. Another point which is not sery-
ing to allay il feeling, exciting it in
fact, is that no courtesy of any kind
was shown to the Unlted States paval ofti-
cers or men upon the occasion of the funeral
of Turnbull, the second muate of the Balti-
more’s erew, who died from the effects of
injuries reccived during the riotous attack
made upou the blue-jnckets, Under these
circumstances it is but natural that the
feeling of uneasiness is increasing and that
further trouble is anticipated.

Will Have to Surrender.

Wasnarsoroy, Oct. ,—5till  another
novil  ofticer sald: “We bave before
us a demonstration of the® wisdom of
Washington’s maxim, ‘In time of peace,
prepure for war.!

it would be necessary for our vessels to sail
back to San Fraucisvo to have their bottoms
cleaned, and the only thing to do would be
1o capture a port aud coaling station.™
**Should there be hostilities,” said one of
the diplomats, “and I do not easily see how
they can now be avoided, you n not look
for any great naval engagement in Chilisn
water.  Your enemy secks loud-sounding
giory, and would send one or two of his
ships to your Pacific coast. No one would
know whither they had gone until they ap-

r, and then there would be trouble. You
do not think men who are not ignorant can
be so foolish, but you do mnot kmow these
Chilians. Their bravado is something
wenderful. Insane, I grant youw, but
neveriheless wonderful. Such a oon-
flict could have but one result. Chilisn ar-
rogance would be laid in the dust, but these
hot-heads would have caused considerable
damage to some of your coast cities, for you
have no fortifications worthy of the name.
You have many fine war ships, though. and
to us who know the desires of your antago-
nists it would not be surprising it & naval
engagement in one of your California har-
bors were to lace within sixty days.”

GEXTLEMEN—In presenting this, my first
report to your honorable body. covering the
period between May and this date, T find
ample justification for congratulation' upcn
the’ progress of the work intrusted to the
executive department.

As you ure aware, the movement for
Texas being properly represented at the
World’s Columbian exposition originated
with the Houston commercial clubof the
city of Houston, which resulted in a state
convention being held in that city on the
10th of last December, with an attendance
of about one thousand delegates represent-
ing every indusiry and profession inthe
state. Tlor, except by name, and by virtue
of her pretentious position upon the map.,
Texns has hitherto been unkoown at any of
the great national or international exposi-
tions which have occurred in this or other
countries, excepting at the Centennial ex-
position in Philadelphin in 1876, when she

Some idea of the magnitude of the under-
taking can be gleaned from u brief resumme
of the work so fur performed by the state
associntion. The first siep taken was to
correspond with each of the county judges

1 the 205 organized countics in Texas, and
very leading citizen of the state, asking
lges to name World's fair committecs
in their counties and the leaving citizens to
voice thelr sentiments ganding o move-
ment fravught with such  interest to the
stiute,  Senators, conrressmen, logislitors,
Jjudges, present and ex-state oficials, Inw-
yers, dovtors, biukers, farmers, capitalisis,
those reputed to be representative of thelr
several callings, were all askod for an opin-
ion reganding the feasibility of themove-
ment, and upon their universally encour-
aging replies was predictad its success,

Our correspondence grew to such propor-
tions that we at opce found it necessury to
employ three stenographers and type-
writers. Out of the 205 organized counties
in the state, the county Judges of 160 have
appointed World's fuir committees, con-
sisting ns aruleof five men and two woren,
with all of whon, and the subcommitiecs
appointed by them, the state associution
has been in getive amd constunt correspon-
dence. This besides the auxilinry commit-
tees and, boards of lady managers from
each city in the state.

As an advisory board to the board of di-
rectors, there las also been created a sena-
torial committee of one member from euch
of the thirty-one senatorial districts of
Texas, These, with the county pod ecity
committess, bourds of ludy munagers, chicls
of departments and sub-committees that the
county commitiees are ereatiug iu their
various precinets, make the vory preten-
tious ageregate of at least 3000 citizens, of
whom about 700 are ladies, now actively
engaged in Texas in World's fair work.

All this is independent of the school work,
of which Texas is making a distinctive
feature. % the inception of the movement
the directors conceived the idea of giving
1o the 600,000 school children of Texas and
their 12,000 teachers the honor of erecting
the Texas building, by permitting them %o
raise all they could of the fund of $H00,000,
As an incentive to the work mmong the
schools, the association has offered mnemiti-
cent prizes, embracing four years' scholar-
ships in any American universities® to the
male and female pupils who would dispose
of the most stock; a sumber of handsome
gold and silver medals for less effective re-
sults, and free trips to Chicago of from two
to four weeks' durntion to the superintend-
ent and to the teachers in whose schools in
each of the eleven congressional disiricts
the bust results should be accomplished.
Promoting the school work has pecessitated
an active correspondence with abouat &X
school superintendents and 12,000 teéacners.,

Branching out inother channels in solici-
ing aid from every organized source, the
Texas association has corresponded with
the mayors of ealh eity, the postmasters,
avery lodige, social and benevolent organiza-
tion in Texus, every vprominent business
man, manufacturer and capitalist, and every
traveling man in the state; thus not less
than fifty thousand citizens of Texas have
been reached by direct personal appeal, in-
volving the scending out from the Texuns
headqguarters, since the first of June, 1591,
up to the present time, not less than one
hundred and fifty thousand pieces of mail,
and this not including the weekly letter
sant out from the press department, under
the direction of the seeretary, to 550 papers
of Texas, constituting a liberal, progressive
press which has extended its generous aid
1o the movement with no hope of reward
suve the encouragement of a worthy, lauda-
ble enterprise, and one having for its object
the promotion of the best interests of
Texas.

We algo carrled on an extensive corres-
pondence with the seventy-five architects
of the state which has resultad in seventeen
of the leading men presenting plans for our
Texas building, which you are to pass on
to-day. Iwould suggest that each of the
contestants whose plao is not accepted ba
requested to frame his drawings and that
they be hung on exhibition in a room in our
building to be known as Architects” room.

In July Secretary Bryan and myself
visited Chicago, and with the assistance of
John T, Dickinson, formally arranged for

the sites of our building, the most eligible

of any on the grounds, being to the rigut of
the main entrance. The director-general
waived our filing a bond, stating that he
fully believed in the patriotism of Texas,
aud did not fenr but that she would erect
her building. .

In the selection of chiefs of the various
departments to be represented at Chicago,
it has been my effort to secure ladles and
gentlemen of well-known ability and capac-
ity for the work to be performed, and to
recognize as far as possible the differcnt
sections of the commonwealth, to the end
that the state character of our exhibition
might be faithfully maintained.

e first appointment wus that of the
chief of the educational department, Mrs.
Ed F. Warren of Fort Worth, who was
unanimously recommended for the position
by the State teachers’ association. Her
work has been intelligent, painstaking and
laborious. I think the appointment a most
fortunate one for the state and our associn-
tion. She has given all of her time to the
work of this association since the first of
July last.

We have individual subseriptions for-
warded direct to this oflee from 101 counties,
representing about 2000 people, the amounts
ranging from §1 to E100, showing clearly tha
widespread interest in this patriotic move-
ment. 1 would recommend for the bettoer
management of the affairs of the assocla-
tion, thit the genoral ofces and books be
kept with the treasurer of the associntion,
The executive must necessarily be absent a
great portion of his time in delivering ad-
dresses and looking after the organization
of cities and countivs, and should therefore
be relieved from that responsibility. 1 also
recommend that SN0 lithograph copies of
the building agreed upon to-day be struck
off, and a copy be mailed to every election
district in the state. 1 also recommend thas
from the sale of the building and other as-
sets at the expiration of the exposition, that
the proceeds be devoted either tothe Alamo
or Sam Houston monument, or to the Con-
foderate home, to be decided by a majority
vote of the subscribers to the fund. The
State firomen's association have pledged
their support and ask for space in our
building to exhibit Texas fire appliances.

This work cannot succeed without the
hearty and patriotic co-operation of every
man, woman and child in the commons
wealth, from the governor of the stateto
the bumblest individual within its borders,
When citizens hesitate to take partina
patriotic work of this character, one in
which the best interests of the state are at
stitke, solely ‘on the pround that it moay
affect their political future by having the
reputation of “being progressive," they at
that moment become the centmies of the
peopla and cease to be patriotic. How
many have we in the giate who are afraid
to espouse the World's fale ciose because
of their political associntions?  With but 18
per cent of our vast domain under cultiva-
tion, we need farmers. What better op-
portunity than to participate in an exposi=
tion costing Gty millions of money aud be-
ing visited by over fifty millions of people,
in which, by comparison, we can prove oue
resources and superiovity over every other
commonwealth on this continent! If every
citizen would give but &1, what could
Texas not dol We have but eleven months
in which to comple our building nnd but
three months in which to commence opers-
tions, We cannot break ground on our
building until we have at least 200,000 sub-
scribed. No half-dozen men cun carry this
work single-handed.  The various boards of
trade, other commercial biies and muni-
cipulities, as well as the smaller towns,
must put their shouldeér to the wheel. Our
orgunization is perfoct, S0 much so that it
is being copied by other states, Arkausns,
Kansas, and other states working oo our
plans, have already raised ha!f their money.

From the day that ] accepted the presi-
dency until the present moment, [ have
given my entire time to this patriotic work,
When I was not in my offies I was traveling
iu the state delivering addresses on the
work. Qur labors thus far have been des
voted to the disscmination of general ine
formation. and the wvolume of work per-
formed has been made manifest by the wide
attention directed to the importance of
Texas being properly represented at Chi-
cago. Our arrangements are about as per-
fect as it is possible to make them, with the
exception of increasing our committess so
us 1o cover every olection district in the
state. :

In this campaign of patriotism T have
been ably assisted by Mr, Dudley D, Bryan,
secretary and chief of the press department,
whose untiring industry and iotelligons
work have not only done much towards our
achieving success, but bis shown the wis-
dom of appointing a practical newspaper
wan for a work of this character.

My reslgnation, forwarded to the chair-
man of the executive commities on the
third of this month, is in your hands, T re-
spoctfully ask the election of my successor
at this mesting, The sacrifice of my private
interests has been such that [ cannot afford
longer to neglect them. It 1s but right that
others should bear their share of the burden
looking to the commercial glory of our state.
In conclusion, I respectfully request that &
committee be appointed to audit the books
and accounts of the company. I hauve the
