its missionary Are To Dr Coke is duly
credited the honor of establishing foreign
and domestic missionary plans The
founder of tho Wesleyan Methodism of
England gave duo prominence to the mis-
sionary

work while it was highly indorsed
by Bishops Asbufy and McKendree etc
in this country We are the recipients of its
prodigious results

1 fear the mission fields have not had the
proper support that has been so greatly
needed to carry on the work of tho church
Viewing with intense interest tho great
demands of the church the last general
conference increased its assessment for
missions and now calls upon every member
of the church to pay five cents for this
worthy cause Your general missionary
board which met in Nashville Tenn last
January made the following appropriation
