for the presidency are beginning to suspect
that there is more of an ellort being made
for the benefit of Hill as a candidate than
appears on the surface although surface
indications aro not lacking Little by little
the unity of tho interest of Hill and Gor-
man

¬

is becoming apparent to the men who
are strongly disposed to Cleveland as the
candidate for the party and it would not be
surprising if it should be avowed before tho
speaker is named in tho caucus

Whether it is intendedor not the canvass
of Crisp has taken on a strong Hill color in
Washington during the past week By ac-
cident

¬

peihaps but probably not all of tho
Democrats with protection leanings with
interests that make them hold views like
those cherished by the late Sam Randall
aro being enumerated as supporters of
Crisp Staryland though never a Randall
state in the later hours of Randalls career
has been made a Crisp state It will urge
his election in opposition to that of Slills
and apparently on the ground that the
speaker to be elected must be a man of-
conservativorviews on the tariff question
that is presumably a man who is for tariff
reform that will not reduce

The tendency of the protection Demo-
crats

to trim on the leading issue will be-

come

apparent as soon as thoy reach here
and it will probably astonish those who
have taken it for granted that the Demo-
cratic

standard was to be mainly for tariff
reform with a lively recollection of the en ¬

thusiasm with which the country in 1S0O
swept representatives out of the house on
the tariff issues The fight against Slills
who is unquestionably the candidate toward
whom a large majority of the members
lean will be managed by some of the friends
of Crisp in such a manner as to disappoint
that part of tho country that has been
speaking for weeks very decidedly as to its
preference for a candidate and the issue in
the presidential campaign

Gorman is to elect the speaker it is un-

Senator Hill and thero is a very freely ex-

Gorman will have a difficult task on hand to
perform but he has plenty of the sort of

in Texas near the frontier and so far with-

One Hundred Thousand Dollars Without
Discoverable Owners Used to-

rect a Very lleactiful-
ltuildiug

pelled

During the past year a very beau-
tiful

structure in marble has been slowly
and lazily developing its proportions at the
corner of Sixth avenue and Sixteenth
street which is in the very heart of New
Yorks busiest retail shopping district Ad-
joining

¬

tho site in the crossstreet stands
the imposing church aud college of St
Xavier and tho architecture of the new
structure is so churchlike that most peo-
ple

¬

believed that it was an extension of the
St Xavier establishment Still it was
marveled tint to very costly a corner with
a goodly frontage on the avenue should be
devoted to religious purposes Owners and
occupants of neighboring premises could
not learn tte purpose of the new building
and it was a matter of wonder why if it
was destined for a house of worshio there
should be any secret about it Real estate
men ascertained that the ground had been
conveyed to a capitalist and that the con-
tracts

¬

for the work were made with hiinbut-
he declined to explain It did not seem
possible that he was going to establish a
church without a congregation on a busi-
ness

corner and at so great a cost yet that
was one of the surmises A placard now
solves the riddle it says This building
will be occupied by the Greenwich savings
bank It is a temple to the unknown for
it is being built with the accumulation of
unclaimed deposits in one of our oldest sav-
ings

banks
The Greenwich is an ancient and solid

institution founded when tho village of
Greenwich was a suburb of New York city
The present banking house is ten blocks
further down Sixth avenue in a situation
lying just between two differently populous
quarters one filled with highly respectable
people of moderate means or just such as
are always the chief supporters of savings
banks aud tho other inhabited until verj
lately by a horde of vicious folks These
latter were also depositors in the Green-
wich

¬

and it is they who have most heavily
provided the money for this temple to the
unknown The law of this state makes no
provision as to what shall be done with un-
claimed

¬

deposits further than to stipulate
that they cease to draw interest after re-
maining

¬

twenty years undisturbed The
directors of the Greenwich found two
years ago that a careful examination of
their books showed an aggregate of more
than 5100000 that had remained unchanged
by cither additions subtractions or other
indication that the depositor was alive
The sums separately were very small not
one being above 100 and the great number
under > not counting accrued interest
The question what to do with the money
was discussed It was desired to move the
bank a little further up town so it was
finally determined to buy the site already
described and build thereon the finest sav-
ings

bank in town The material is stone
and iron with a very ornate exterior per-
fectly

fireproof and containing nothing
else than quarters for the banks business
Thus it will be unproductive from any sub-
let

The crime for which he this afternoon

paid the highest penalty of the law was for
the murder of his wife on January 24 1S9-
1Frizzeli seemed to be in a much better hu-
mor

¬

today than at any time since his con-
finement

¬

and mounted the gallows with a
cigar in his mouth He said ihit he felt
exactly as a little boy going to Suuday
school

At 220 sharp he was led out of the jail
alone aid unassisted but accompanied by
the sheriff his deputies and clergy and the
press representatives When tho door w as
opened to take him out he

answered ready
and seemed eager to mount the gallows
Early this morning he held kangaroo court
within the jail aud sat as judge of the court
for the last time

Revs J C Wingo and R S Stuart con-
ducted

¬

the services in the jail and on the
scaffold f ter the services which consisted
of reading from the Scriptures and singing
at the request of the condemned What a
Friend Wo have in Jesus The clergy bid
the unfortunate man their last farewell and
left the gallows

The death warrant was read by the sheriff
at 223 pm At 242 Frizzeli commenced
to make his talk in which he warned all to
beware of his fate and to change their
course in life Ho said that ho was going
straight to heaven and that he wanted all
to meet him there aud that he was dying
just as did Jesus Christ He wanted all to
think of him as a brave man who died a
brave death He took occasion to tell all
tho newspaper men that he exacted ono
promise of them and that was that they
tell nothing

BUT THE TRUTH
after he was gone He also exhibited a
small fourbladed knife on the gallows that
he claims to have had all during his con-
finement

¬

which was never found although
he was thoroughly searched several times
This knife was given him by his wife and
he requested that it bo not taken from his
pocket nor anything else that his pockets
might contain after he was hanged as he
wanted all they contained to go to his grave
with him

The noose was adjusted around his neck
at 31 and his arms and feet tied

While this was being done he smiled
continually The blackcap was put over
his head at 318 and he then requested
that the little hymn Theres Never a Day
so Sunny be sung which the sheriff per-
mitted

¬

When tne hymn was finished ho
said thats all tho lever was then pulled
and he shot through the trap

His neck was broken by the fall and this
reflects much credit upon Sheriff Cunning-
ham

¬

and his deputies There was hardly a
tremor of his body after the fall and he was
pronounced dead by the physicians and cut
down at 330 p m

His body was turned over to Flint
Knapp undertakers who will embalm it
and tomorrow forward it to his father
About 1500 people witnessed tho execution

History of the Murder
The brutal crime for which Frizzeli paid

the highest penalty of the law here today
was for the atrocious murder of his wife in
cold blood at the tent whero she was living
with her mother and sister in the town of

Comanche
On tho morning of tho murder Frizzeli

went to the tent of his wife and her people
it being the morning after he had returned
to Comanche after having been separated
from her for some months during which
time he had been in another county

When he had arrived at the tent he made
his presence known by calling for his wife
and so he states told her after he had met
her that ho had come down to make up
with her or play tjuits for good and that if
they could not make up then and there that
he was going to secure a divorce from her
in a legal way

She replied so he says saying Sir
Frizzeli I have got no talk for you at all
and furthermore if I will not make up with
you I want to know how you are going to
help yourself

No sooner had she said this than she
wheeled off remarking as she did so I
have got to go to town this morning on
business and I can not wait and talk to you
any longer

As she was leaving Frizzeli pulled out his
revolver arid began firing into her

When the balls had taken effect she fell
to her knees and exclaimed with uplifted
hands Sir Frizzeli for Gods sake do not
shoot me any hiore for you have alieady
killed me now

Frizzeli continued to fire despite her piti-
ful

¬

plea and when his pistol was empty he
said G <1 d njoul wish I had some
more balls to put into you

After finishing his diabolical act he at
once hunted up the sheriff and surrendered

William H Frizzeli the perpetrator of this
dastardly boldblooded murder was born at-
Leavenworth Kan on January 29 1S04
and was consequently only twentyseven
years of age-

Frizzeli was a son of the Rev J N Friz-
zeli

¬

a Baptistminister who now has charge
of a church near Glen Rose Somervell
county in this state His father is a very
old man being now in his seventyfirst
year Frizzells mother died when he was
only six years old but he was reared under
good influences and by a pious old Christian
father and was brought up in the Baptist
church

He originally came to Texas in 1SC9 but
only remained for two years when he re-

turned
¬

to Kansas where he remained until
1S73 when ho again returned to Texas for
good

He was married to Arnie Brown a daugh-
ter

¬

of Sirs Slary Brown a widow at Gran
bury Tex on February 91S90 by the Rev
Mr Hunt a Baptist minister of that place

His wife was born in Slissouri and was
at the time of their marriage twentyfour
years old-

Frizzeli claimed to be a stonemason by
trade He has five brothers and two sisters
now living two of his brothers and both of
his sisters now live in Somervell county

His brothers are both farmers but are in
very poor circumstances Rev J C Wingo
the pastor of the First Baptist church of-
thisplace was his spiritual adviser up to
the time of his execution since his sen-
tence

¬

Frizzeli claimed to have no fears as to his
future life in the world to come but said he
was perfectly glad to know the day and
the hour at which his soul would come be-

fore
¬

his God and be put at perfect rest
He has since his sentence written several

letters to the people of this section which
have been published by the local press in

z r syj r e

which he advised every one to change his
course in life and to take warning at his
fate

He also wrote a book on his life since his
confinement which will soon bo published

He was a villain of very low morals and
was wholly illiterate and even up to the
time of his execution he would engage him-
self

¬

by drawing nude pictures
This is a case in which the pinacle has at

last been reached of the old story where
the young boy will not heed the timely ad-

vice

of a good old father when he first
starts on the downward path to certain
ruin

It was indeed a pathetic scene that was
enacted withiT the jail when the old man
was admitted to see his son several days
prior to the execution

The old man broke completely down and
was utterly prostrated when he met his
condemned son Frizzeli was not moved in-

tho least but delivered a severe reprimand
to the old man for giving vent to his feel-
ings

¬

He told the old gentleman to take
it easy as it did not amount to much with
him

The condemned was baptized in the jail
yard in tin presence of kis father on Tues-
day

¬

tho 10th inst

Hi tiryortie Trial
His case was immediately taken up by

the district court of Comancho county
which was in scsion at the time of the
murder and after a fair and impartial trial
a verdict of murder in the first degree was
rendered and the penalty assessed at death
A motion was made and granted asking for
a change of enue to this county alleging
that it was impossible for Frizzeli to secure
a fair trial there owing to the prejudice of
the people The case was called here at the
Slareh teim of the district court and the
verdict of the Comanche court was sus-
tained

¬

Tho case was then taken up to the court
of appeals who atnruiad the verdict of both
courts

Frizzeli was senteuced here by District
Judge T SI Connor at the last term of the
court a full account of which appeared in
The Gazette at the time

At the time the sentence was passed it
did not seemingly have the slightest effect
upon FriiczeU although several in thecourt
loom weie shedding tears

A few days previous to the execution the
governor was petitioned to commute the
sentence to imprisonment for life but it
was of no avail although the petition was
largely signed

I at last separated from my wife on that
account

When the men first started to come
around my house I tried to reason with my
wife and get the thing stopped I offered
to do anything that 1 could but when I
saw that I could not cause the thing to be
stopped I left her and her people

Sly sisterinlaw was sixteen years old
and lived with me When I left f went to
Dallas county which was in September
ls90 and I remained there for three or four
months when I returned to Hood county
Sly wife was still there and 1 lived with
her when I went back Sly wife aud her
mothers family left Hood county about the
last of December 1S90 and went from there-
to Comanche Tex I afterwards went
to Comanche in January following
I had only been there one
nig11 when I went to see my wife the
next morning Sly object in going around
to sec her was to get her to make up and
still live with me When I called for her
she and her mothers family were all to-

gether

in the tent in which they were living
near the depot in Comanche When I saw
her I told her that I wanted to talk to her
aud speak a few words with her She
replied that she had no talk for me-
I then tried to reason the thing with her
and I told her that I had come down there-
to try and make up with her which if I
could not do 1 would have to quit for good
She then said that she had to go up in town
on business When I first went to tho
tent the old lady was the first one to speak
after I had stated my business saying

Sir Frizzeli we have no use for you down
here at all I then asked her why not

Sly wife then started for town coming
towards me as she came out of the tent
She said she wanted to know how I ex-
