ALLEGED OVERPRODUCTION

Ho Is In Sympathy with the 3Iovement to-
Eitabll h n Bureau of Statistic

and Information In Cattle
Growmc States

Tjie Gazettes young man encountered a
group of prominent visiting stockmen in
the lobby of an uptown hotel last evening
discussing tho question of prices and the
cause of the recent depression in same and
singling one out asked him if ha thought it
was true that the Big Four were in tho
habit of holding cattle in the interior for
the purpose of manipulating tho market

There is very Utile donbt in my mind
iut such is the fact he replied and X-

iavo recently learned that Armour Co
have already purchased largely in Texas
and it is presumed he has made purchases
in other states as well An agent of Swift

Co is said to bo in San Angelo at thi
ent moment for tho purposo of contractt for mutton and unless the object is to

manipulate the Kansas City and Chicago
markets this season by forcing these pur
riKfePs upon the market whenever it is to-
jSTinterest of these centlemen to do so I
cannot well understand tho movement

You see both Swift and Armour are
compelled to have a regular supply of live

pas to carry on their business profitably
tfif they were to depend upon the legiti ¬

mate shipment from ranchmen and feeders
they would sometimes be in a corner and
would bo forced to bid up in order to induce

ipmenti upon a scale to meet their wants
Jft is a very easy matter for them to be

independent of the regular shippers by be ¬

ing shippers themselves and so thoy do
not hesitate to do so When the sheep mar-
ket

¬

broke down last summer and nearly

Co were the cause of it
I will wager that Swift Co owned

and controlled more sheep last year in every
state that sbips to Kansas City than any
ten regular shippers of mutton in the coun-
try

¬

Kbw is it reasonable to believe that
they would make their shipments in such
enormous numbers so as to glut the market
unless thev had some object in doing so
They could just as well send in enough to-

do them from day to day as to send in
enough for a week or two at a time But
jou see if thoy bad dono that the high
prices that were prevailing at the time
would have been maintained and as they
knew they would require a very much
larger number of sheep than they owned in
the interior they decided to demoralize the
marimtfESjr shipping in largely at one time
