United Statts Industrial army from
California rea6hcd this place March
2d short after da > break and strag-
gling fragments of the arm kept drop-
ping In untl noon Some of them
faint front hanger and exposure were
picked up nfonff the line and carried
In by Ihelrfcomrade The citizens of
Sierra Blanca at once ralncd a purse
purchased a beef and 400 pounds of
flour which made one good meal for
the famlfced horde Many were so
weak from abstinence from food that
their stomachs would not retain the
food and were compelled to disgorge
that whl h thty had bo ravenously de-

voured On the following day after
a fair nights rest In refrigerator cars
the men were feeling better and all In
very good spirits Judge Betkham o-
fji raso contributed 25 for their relief
and another ax was bought and they
had thejr second feed In Sierra Blanco
General lrye made nn effort during
the day to get his men to leave town
on foot but the effort vtas utile al-

though tho men obeyed his every com-
mand In otb r lespects but this they
refused to do positively claiming that
they would dlo of thirst If It were at-

tempted General Xrye planned board-
ing
