There ure conductors who have
run on this or that railroad for forty
jet rv or more nnd who although they
hue run hundreds ot thousands of
mil en In ull kinds ot weather und under
tunny adt erne circumstances and been
In scores of bad gmu hupe hattt neter-
ru much as reoelted a scratch in all
those > nrs I know halt a dozen
such tntn myself Then there ure
others who have rollruuded not halt bo
long and hate been besot by halt aa
many perils aud yet to whom n run
without ainlsbnp of some kind might
be said to bo n niemornblo exception

Now tako Kd SuIHtan A better
inure enreful or thorough railroad man
never Ued than ho wua lie had beet
n goodmany jenra In the employ of the
Krle befoie i wns put In charge of
the Tuxedo express He hadnt charge
of the road long before he waa knocked
down by n switch engine in the Port
Jnrvla yard His light leg was broken
at tho kneo and In such a way that he
never rwovered the proper use of the
leg He was n freight conductor then
and some time nfter he was able to
resume work hfs train ran Into another
train that had rtopped ahead ot him
the rear end of which hadnt bem
guarded A bud smashup resulted
