SILVER AND WHEAT.

SENATOR JONES TELLS WHY ONB
FALLS, THHE OTHER RISES,

Lnw of Sapply and Demand, He Sayws,
Is Solely Responsible for I'res-
ent Conditionns,

Waco, Texas, August 23.—8onator James
K. Jones, chairman of the demooratioc Na-
tiopal executive commitive, arrived In the
city this morning, Senator Jones is here
on businees conneoted with the Amerlcan
Cotton company, he being one of the df-
rectors, and visited the round bale plant
carly thise morning.

gave audience to friends and newspaper
men.  Asked it ho would say enything on
polities, Senator Jones replled: *'1 do not
care to talk politics, as there does not seem
|to bo any occaslon for it; yel 1 am never
averse fo speaking my senliments an
‘[lullllr'u[ questlons when 1 am asked to do

&0, Upon what particular subject do you
wish me to speak?"”

“You are aware, senator, that the re-
vival of business und the marked advance
|in the price of wheat I8 clalmed by the
| rvpublienns to be the result of thely vie-
| tory last fall and that the advanoe agent of
prosperity lg actually filllng dates?"

“The increase in the price of wheat*
the sopntor bogan slowly, the resuit
of fatlure of the wheat crop in Indin and
in the Argentine Ropubliec, and the prohibi-
tion by the Russlan government of the
expart of wheat from that country., The
calamitous conditlons In lndin have made
thot country a wheat lmporting
whereas It has for ycara past
wheat exportlng countiry. The Argentine
Ropublle has also exported great quanticies
of wheat In recent years, bul the fallure
of the erop has reversed conditions and sho
Is now Importing Inrge quantities of wheat.
Rugsin hog always raised a surplus  of
wheat unt{] this year und finding the crop
short at home and elsewhera except In
the United States; the Russlan goverpment
has prohibited Iis export, Under such eon-
ditlonk 1t s not mirange that wheat should
ko up in price. What proportion of the
orop in thisa country had [eft the farmer
before prices reached the remunerative
polut s problematical, but ecertaln it Is
that wheat s now commandlng a good
price, and the great advauce s caleulated
to have more or less ¢ffect upon business
generally.

“The deciine In silver T attribute to ex-
aotly the same cause as the advance In
the price of wheat, namely, supply and
demnnd, The fallure in the Indian and
| Argentine crop cut off the supply and the
demand foreed the price of wheat up. The
| demonetization of sllver In necarly all the
important commercial countries haa de-
stroyed the demand for silver In those
countries, acting npon silver Jjust nx a
big crop of whest in Indls, Argentina and
Russia acts upon wheat., Those three
countries are the only wheat exporting
conntries In the world, exvept our own
tand: a fallure of the erop in either of them
advances the price. a geod crop In all of
them lowers the price. Supply and de-
mand governs the price of everything, in-
cluding money, and if siiver were admitted
to the mints us & moncy metal a demand
would ba creatsd which would force the
prico up, just as the demand for wheat
bas forecd up the priee of whent, The
result of the action of Japan in changing
her colnage laws coufirms the contention
of the democrats that the price of gold
has doubled. The Japancss yen under the
new law contalns just half the amount
of gold that the old yon dows. while the
silver yen s dpchapged, The Japanexe
gold yen, under the old law, econtained
25.72 grains of gold, while the new yen
contains 13.08 grains. The silver yen re-
malns the same, containing 416 grains of
sllver. Whether the leading Nationn will
continue & system, which bas In twenty
years doubled the prioe of gold, until it
is again doubled Is yet 10 be delermined.”
