Btaumont, Texas, January 28, News has
been received here that the citizens of Vic
loria and other cities along tbo line of the
New Ynik, Texas and- - Maxlcan railroad
ate making a vigorous effort to dofeat the
application of tbo Galveston, llarrlsburg
aud San Antonio railroad for legislative
permission to purchase and absorb the
former railroad. The people ot this

know nothing of tho merits of the
fight being made by Victoria and other
cities agalust tho consolidation mentioned,
but it Is sincerely hoped that tho South-
west Texas controversy will not prejudlco
the legislature against tho application ot
the Texas and New Orleans ralUoad tor
privilege to purchase Iho Sabine and East
Tcxxs, the Texas Trunk and tho I,oulslan&
Western Extonslou railroads. Generally
speaking the people ot this section are not
favornblo to railroad consolidation, but ns
the Texas and Now' Orleaus railroad ap-
plication carries with It tho obligation to
connect tho Texas Trunk aud Sabine aiul
East Texas railroads, thsrvby making nu
air lino from Dallas to Bratimont and Sa-
bine. Pass, It Is not ouly approved, but tho
legislature would bo regarded ns doing this
section a great Injury did It rofno to grant
Iho prlvllcgo naked.

It has been suggested, if possible, to
embody lu tho desired special act a clnuso
annulling tho consolidation In tho event
tho promise to extend tho roads Is not d,

but 09 Senator Oreer and Hcpiti-seutatlv-

Dion and Tcaglo aro both ablo
and active, tho people ot this sectlou foci
assured that their interests will bo faith-
fully guarded.

LUMBER MARKET.
Whiln tho demand ftom Texas retailers

has not perceptibly improved probably on
account ot continued bad weather- - thoro
has been a good Inquiry from the North-
west, and with opon weather the belief Is
generally held that tho expocted rush of
orders would promptly materialize. A num.
ber of orders for largo quantities havo been
submitted with prices attached, and ns,
In fomu cases, tha figures were not consid-
ered largo enough, they w'ero declined.
There has been weakness in tha markets
of tho Missouri river country for some
time, and us a result this section has not
been selling to any considerable extent lu
that territory, but it is noticeable that the
prices now offered aro nn advapco upon
those heretofore prevailing. But as stocks
ara not Increasing at any point In the
Southern Pacific district, manufacturers aro
not Inclined to bII at n low figure. Timber
and tie orders continue to como in, and
tho variety of saw bills is leaving llttlo to
go upun tho yards. There has been nn
improvement In tho export demand, and
two or throe cargoes havo been accepted
by mills in this vlclulty.

Shingles are moving slowly, but there
has been no cut In prices.
