TflB EVIL EFFECTS OF USURY.

Chicago, January :. (Staff Special.)
There Is an old sago living on Loomls

in this city who has drunk deep of
tho wisdom ot human philosophy. No one
knows anything as to his history, not
can any Information on that subject be
obtained from him. But when properly
approached ho will talk freely about po-

litical economy and kindred subjects. No
ono can bo in bis presence long without

Impressed that ho is no ordinary
man. Ho is ot full figure, a florid com-

plexion, und long, Cowing white beard,
having the appearance ot youthtulncas
combined wltb ripened knowledge,

He ln)s all our troubles to uiurj. Ho
thinks that it usury had not been reintro-
duced into tho affairs ot mankind In tbo
past three centuries that all our troubled
would havo beon solved wisely.

"Tho commonly accepted idea," he said.
to mc,-"- is that usury as mentioned and
condemned iu tbo bible has roferenco to
oxccsbIvo interest on tnonej. It, howover,
meant Interest on money for any amount.
Ono per cent per annum was regarded as
usury. It Is only recently that a different
definition has been given to the word. It
is now used to mean interest iu excess ot
iho legal rale.

"Usury," ho continued, "hns crucified the
pcoplo of tho world twice, and it was so
recognized by tho peoplo at tbo two periods
I refer to. It toto down their civilizations.
Hut, in time, coming generations fulled to
profit by tho expeiienco of their fathets,
aud aro now about to learn it all over
again by the painful process ot experience.
As the son, too often, falls to glean know

by informing himself of tho experi-
ence of his father, so have the peoplo ot tho
past three hundred years overlooked, if
they ever knew, of the past misery of thcjlr
progenitors."

Ho took down from a shelf of the En-

cyclopedia Drltannlca and read ma tbo
aentenco undor the titlo of "Usury."
"Cicero mentions that Catp, asked
what he thought of usury, raado no other
answer to the question than by asking the
person who spoke to him what he thought
ot murder."

Tha sago then selected from a dusty
filled with old books, a volume en-

titled "Capital and Interest," by Bohm-Bawer- k,

a translation from an old German
edition, published by McMillan & Co. of
New York Trom it ho read several
passages. Hero is ono of them: "Iu tho
Seventeenth contmy it watt publicly

that lenders at interest should
bo punishsd by criminal law like thiovos."

Theso were startling words that might
atouso Btrlfo and deep seated prejudlco It
dragged from the tomb of the past and dis-

played in print in this day of universal
usury and, out of caution, I took
tho book into my hands. There, sure
enough, staring up at mo out of tbo deptbb
ot the long distant centuries, were theso
hot, blUtcrlug words. Had It not been for
what ho said to me later I doubt If I

would bo witting this lntorview with him.
It appears fiom thoT writings ot lint

period that all tho religious denomina-
tions wero agalnqt, the practice ot loaning
money for Interest, and that for at least
tbo first fifteen centuries of the Christian
era-- interest on money was forbidtieu by
law. It seemed that tho religious ordors
could not glvo tho philosophy of It, but
believed from blblo teaching that some-
where In tho practice of loaning for Inter-
est lurked a danger fatal to civilization.

It whs ns lata as tho Eighteenth centuty
when money lending again became com-

mon protection of law.

1 said to tho old sago and philosopher:
"Wcrp your laid beforo tho public

tho money lenders of todjy, grown fat and
numerous, rcttld crush thoso who opposed
them as I could crush an egg shell Iu my
hand."

"No," ho replied, "If the danger Is seon
in timo aud properly treated, wo would cs-ta-

tho appalling results that ensued from
this caut:0 two thousand years ago."

"What do you mean," I asked, "as to
the question being pioperiy treated?"

"Tho men now engaged in money lend-
ing," ho ropliod, "aro not responsible for
what they aro doing. It has only been a
