There regular market eenters to
which the farmers come with their silk |
They will go from buyer to bLuyer and
dicker until they get the highest prices, and
the huying is therefore exciting. Each mer-
chant has his own scales, and he buvs by
the ounce or pound, paying spot cash,
This necessitates n large capital, as all the
cocoony used for the year must be bouglt
when the sales are on. There are silk
factories In this rcrirm' which spend an-
nuully $200,000 in gold in purchasing co-
coons, They have to fix their price aceord-
ing to the selling prices of #ilk in Europe
and & sudden fall will make them
money. On the other hand a rise ﬂl;l_\-‘]
give them sn enormous profit.

HOW THE CHINESE MAKRE SILK.

Much of the silk of Chipa [a woven In
the homes of the peaple. [ see reeling go-
ing on in many of the farm wvillages, It is
done chiefly by women, the cocoons being
kept for the time in clean boiling water.
They are stirred around in this water un-
til the thread ends become loosened, and
then severa! of these ends are joined to-
gether and the cogoons recled off on rude
reels worked by pedals. If one of the
threads breuks it Is joined together or re-
nlaced by another. It requires considera-
ble akill to do the reeling, for the thread
when completed must be of equal thick-
ness ana brightness, A good reeler can
make about twenty-si ounces of fine silk in
a day,

WEAVING SILE.

The weaving, as done by the natives out-
side the factories, is on mnachinery of the
rudest descripyion. Evervthing goea by
hand, from riblana to velvets and fine hro-
cades, 1 see women and pgirls making
ribbons in all the cities of this region,
and in some places find them weaving
satins and velvets. At Nanking [ went
through the imperial looms which weave
satins and velvets for the emperor, the em-
press dowager and the ceurt. They make
abopt 200000 picces there every year, or
silks to the value of nbout $2.000.000. It
is impossible to buy the goods except in an
underhand way, for all of it is supposed to
go to the imperial houschold. The wages
of the weavers are about 2o centa s day
with rice, The ribbones are usually made
on small looms by women and young girls,
who get about 10 cents a day and food
There are in ull about 00 looms in the im.
perial establishment, fram which were
woven during the vear of the emperor's
marrizge $3.000,000 worth of goods.

Within the past few ycars an enormous
amount has been invested here in modern
silk filatures deveted to recling the cocoons
and making raw silk for export. These
establishments have the finest of miodern
machinery, imperted from Europe, and
the®s business runs high into the millions

Most of thete filatures are owned and |
operated by Chinese, although five at
Shanghai have foreign managers, It was
through the introduction of Mr. Riva, a|
French proprietor of ene of the Shanghal
estiiblighments, that 1 was able o go
through the Chinese filature at Soochow, |
Ihis filsture has & brick building covering
about Ave mcres. It emploves 8ve. hands,
and its capital must be ai least o balf mil- |
lion dollars, The Chinese heads of the es-
tahlishment who took me through the fila-
tire were tall, portly, fine looking men,
dressed in silk brocades, which would have |
made fine gowns for any White House re-
eeption,  They spoke English well, and |
were theroughly pested on the silk markets
of the werld We hrst entered the bage-
ment, where &8 number of English steam
engines were supplying the power, and then
mounted to the second Reor and were tiken
through a number of large roems filled
with little white balls covered with a soft,
silky fuze, Each ball was about as big as |
the largest peanut. These were the (n-|
eoons as they had come in from the coun-
try. They had been baked in ovens and
the worma inside them were cooked hard.

They felt like poanuts, and the little haked
worms ratiled like kernels inside the shells. |

CHINESE FACTORY GIRLS.

Leaving this department we went Into
the factory proper, a great room which
was humming like a cotton mill. It was
goo feet long mnd 75 feet wide, and wua|
filled with machinery. In It 700 women |
and girls were reeling silk.  They were
working at ‘the machines, which ran in
rows from one end of the room to the
other. Some of the women were sitting |
at pans of steaming hot water in which
the silk cocoons bobbed about as though
they were alive, while thin threads of fing
white sitk were pulled from them by the
moving reels above. As I looked into the
pans [ could see the cocoons dancing about
in the steam in blocks of five, and that
each woman started a now thread, from
time to time, by ling a cobweb strand
from each ene five different eocoons
and twisting them Into one. This was then

WORKING AT THREE CENTS A DAY,

Same of these little children work at 3
cents & day, and some of the wamen only
get as much as § cents of our money, The
best of the little cries receive 12 cents, and
the highest paid woman of the whole face
tory was getting a6 cents a day. This was
for thirteen hours and for seven days of
the week.

Notwithatanding these low wages, 1 no-
ticed that the women and children ape
peared happy and well dressed. Muany of
the girls wore jewelry, and some of the
prettiest hands that wound the cecoons
shout In the water bad silver or gold broce.
