that the crse would be called up tomorrow
Thereupon the call for the democratic cau-
cus was lwued The democrats are organ
ising for a fight to a finish While their
action probablj will not Jeopardize nny of-

tho appropriation hills If thev stick to their
program of demanding a roll call on every
proposition and Insisting on the presence
of n quorum It will greatly embarrass the
majority and defeat many minor measure
which otherwise would pass

DECISION IN LAND CASE

Fourth Court of Anneals Passes on a-

New Point
San Antonio Texas February 29 An Im-

portant decision on a new phase of the law
governing the purchase of public lands li
Texas was rendered In the Fourth court of
civil appeal today Justice W S Fly writ-
ing the opinion

In the casv of J n Atklnsron vs M M

Porter on appeal from Schleicher county
the appellant bad leased four sections of
public lands from the State and before the
explraslori af his loose transferrtd the leak
to otVer parties who after Kb expiration
retransferred all their rights thereunder to
appellant < he original lessee

The set of 1G01 gives the lessee of puble
lands the prior right to punhnse be and
for sixty days after the evplratlop of the
lease Thn ttppellsnt attempted in tills sut-
to auteit his prtoi light to purchase th-
iand

It was held by the court of civil appeals
that the right granted by the statute was
u p mnal privilege conferred upon the
lessee ns in fietnal bona fide scttjer and
could lot be transferred The effect of the
traiufir of the lease was to rtmroy the
prlvlljge grailwl to the lessee and paced
lilrn iu ° n the same footing with any othar-
pernon desiring to purchase the iltfht of the
lessee under lh statute liavlnj been dr-
gtn ved Ity his own art could n t he re-

vived by any ct of those to whom the
least was traraferred and efter the ex-

tilratlon of the lenso they poesestted no tight
in eonreetloti with the land
