Oar tel-

egraphic column this morning gives some de-

tails of a bloody and disgraceful riot in Louis-

ville on Monday and yesterday.

The Result
We received last night by the carp, returns

from Carter county, giving Gentry a gain of
110 votes; and from Wa-hingto- n, giving John-no- n

a gain of 389. Ahwi the official vote from
Hickman confirming the report ofa Democratic
pain of 281. We had stated it on nnoflicial in-

formation at 181, in our estimate of looses and
gains. These items added, leave Gentry, ac-

cording to our estimate of yesterday morning,
1,012 of Johnson's former majority to over-

come, and only the counties of Claiborne,
Greene, Ilancock, Johnson and Scott to hear
from.

In addition, our latest despatches from West
Tennesse, received Monday night, after making
np our estimate, state a gain to Johnson in

Obion of 211 vfites, instead of 34 for Gentry,
A9 we had claimed in that estimate, on the au-

thority of a Memphis paper making a charge
of 245 against us. And in Bledsoe, where we

had claimed a set-oi- l, the Sparta Timt of Sat-

urday reports a gain of 70 for Johnson, and
our opponents claim 120. Allowing these fig-

ures to bo correct, putting Johnson's gain in

JJIedsoe at only 70, leaves Gentry 1,287 of
Johnson's former majority to overcome, ac-

cording to our estimate of yesterday morning.
With the-t- facts before tu, we can no longer

doabt that Ge.vti'.t is defeated. Johnson's
majority ia probably 1,00& to 1,500.

We await the olljci.il re! urns for the cor
rection of other doubtful items of minor, iiu

jiortauce.
We are sure of the election of six of the

ten Congrcntn, and we believe, from what
we learn thus far, that both branches of the
LegUtltiture are American.
