The Late Elections.

The seemingly very jubilant time of the
Southern wing of the Pierce snd Van Buren
Democracy, says the Aogusta (Ga.) Chronicle,
has not surprised us though it has amused us.
The better informed well knew that it was
Decessary to make & great blow sbout their
* grest viotories” in the several Btates, and
the rank and file would probably take it for
granted ; whereas, if they told the truth, and
gave the actusl result as compared with pre-
vious elections, the fact would be very sppar-
ent that the Pierce and Van Buren Democracy
is ot invincible at the South. What is the
result? Let us sce.

In North Osrolina, there was ounly an elec-
tion for Congress, henoce a smsll vote. The
Demoorais elected five including Crixemax,
and ‘the American party three open sud
svowed advoestes of their principles. In the
1ast Congress the Democrats had four without
mm the Demoocrats elected six
members to the last Congress, (one of whom,
Sars, becawe an American, and is re-elected
in opposition to the regular Democratic can-
didate,) sod now they have only five members.
A loss of one. The Democrats elected their
Governor and a majority of the Legislature.

In Tennessee, the Democracy re-elected their
Governor by a reduced majority, while six of
the ten Congressmen, and & majority of one,
if not both branches of the Legislature, are
Americans.

In Kentucky, the American party elected
the Governor, majorities in both branches of
the Legislature, and six of the ten members to
Oongress, In the last Congressional delega-
tion, the Demoorats had five. Another loss
of one.

This is the result in three States. The Dem-
oorsts have elected their Governors in Ala-
bams and Tennesssee, both of which they
had before, and lost two members of Congress
as shown above, n a direct issue upon an
open field, with the newly organized American
party and its principles. The Chronicle very
pertinently remarks: If this result gives grat-
ulation to them, they are certainly “ thanksul
Jor amall favors."

When we reflect that the American party
was orgsnized within the last year, in all these
Statos, this is 8 most astonishing result, and se
far fiom depressing them, should encourage
them to the highest efforts.

Texas Ersorion.—The Galveston News, of
the 18th, has returns of the election from
thirty-five counties, in which the vote for Gov-
ernor sums up: Pease, Democratic, 9,008

United States of America, or that of the State in
which you reside.”

But it is unquestionably owing to & very errone-

ousand altogether unwarrantable coustruction which |

bas been put upon the word “‘social,” that so much
unnecessary talk upon both sides has been expend-
ed in regard to it

According to this construction, the word “social”
has been warped by the opposition so as 0 convey
the idea of individual, personal, selfish, &o.; us
though the members of the Order Lad comitied
themselves in the pledge to catry out selfish or vi-
cious ohjects, should they be forced upon them by
the msjority, notwithstanding the glaring inconsis-
teney of auy such construction with the whole tenor
of the obligation.

Let us then see what is the true and faithful
meaning of the word in question. In Webster's
Quarto Dictionary we find it defined as follows :

“8o01aL.—1. Pertaining %o society; reliting to
men living in society, or o the pablic as an aggre-

gate body. 2. Ready or disposed to mix in friendly

converse. 4. Cousisting in union or mutoal con-
verso. 4. to upite in society. SyN.—

Sociable; companionable; conversible; friendly; fa-
milisr; communicative; convivial; festive.”

Worcester, who was the editor of Webster's
work, and whose authority as & lexicographer, isat
jeast not inferior o that of Webster himself, thus
defines the word:

“Soc1aL.—Relating to & general or public inter-
est; relating to society ; ioclined to associate with
others; companionable; conversable; familiar; soci-
sble; consisting in union or converse with another.”

Now, according to these definitions, we submit it
whether there iz any thing wrong or improper in
the use of the word as sbove; whether, indeed,
any association could exist at all without complying,
under proper restrictions, to the will of the majority
in social capacity.

The connection of the word in the obligation,
moreover, pluinly defines its purport as there em-
pleyed, and leaves no warraui for the forced con-
struction put upon it—""political or social, so far as
this order 18 concerned”—showing its reference to
the forms, regulatione and political oljects of the
orgnization.

In view of these natural impressions, which I
bave hastily sketched off, I certainly can ses no
objection to the word as ssid to be employed in the
old Ritual. Whether it was employed or not I do
not pretend to decide, but it certainly occurs to me
as & matter of little consequence. In the new re-
vision, however, I can see the propriety of its
omission in consequence of the ambiguity and mis-
construction to which so general a term is linble,
