Our produce dealers and grecery merchants
 sre doing Targely more business than usual. o the

wholesale Dry Goods, Hardware, Drug and similar
_departmepts, the trade has opened with almost un-
_precedented sctivity, as will appear to the most

casual observer, by taking a glance at the interior

of aoy of eur Jobbing Houses, or tbe side-walka in
front, filled with boxes.

COTTON—The total receipts of cotton for the
twelve months ending Sept. lat, was 28,710 bales,
of which only 64 remain io our ware houses. The
receipts last year exceeded 30,000, There has
been as yet, but ane bale of the new crop received.
Our wlvices from the crop in Middle Tennessce do
not vary materially from reports heretofore made.
We calculste at least upon an averageerop. From
other States the accounts are vague and contradie-
tory—~fattering from some points, while from oth-
ers we hear complaints of the boll-worm and rust
abd rot.  Although, as a contemporary remarks, in
most places the cotton has matured rapidly, and the
work of * picking” commenced under very fuvor-
able circumstances; the great bulk of the crop is
vet to mature and be saved; and as so much de-
pends upen the nature of the season for the gext
three mentha, no satistactory approximation can be
made u# to what will be the extent of the incoming
grop. Under favorable circumstances, we appre-
hend the crop caonot be less, and with good, dry
weather, it may be much more than the last.

TOBACCO—There are less than thirty hhds, of
tobaceo in store, and none coming in. OF course
thers is nothing doing.

The wife of Commodore Smith, another victim,
died this evening at the house of Commodore Sto-
rer, at the Naval Asylum. This makes twenty-two
deaths from this calamity.
