Whether or not there be sny thing peculiar
in the mental constitution of the American,
which enables him to meet and sarmount«<if-
ficulties in his pathway, seemingly insuperable,
we know not, but we caunot be mistaken in
the conclusion that a larger number of obscure
Ameriosn children sttain the higher planes of
human greatess than exists in the grand ag-
gregate of all the other nations of the earth.
The political philosopher accounts for tht.s fuct
by supposing that the peculiarity of our insti-
tutions—opening up the road of preferment
alike to all—wonld naturslly secure such &
result. Bat the political institutions of Great
Britain keep as widely open every avenuc to
real grestness, for that idea of greatness whtc.h
associates it with hereditary wealth or title, is
a perverted one. The fact then, if admitted,
is not to beexplained by auy peculiarity in our
political institutions, for they are not peculiar
in those points having eny bearing upon tlfe
gnestion. Nations, like individuals, have their
spring time, their summer and decline. When
budding into natioosl importsnoce, leeling the
vigor snd bouyancy of youth, and allve to the
pospective glory towards which her impetuous
blood is precipitating her, it is not strange that
ber children, however humble, should receive
the impress of the circumstinoes which con-
stantly surround them, sud finally to individa-
alize their nationality, and struggle for the
plane of elevation towards which all things
around snd about them seem hastening, The
most ungainly physigue transplanted in the
ranks of & well appointed soldiery, will imme-
diately and instinctively struggleto bring his
bearing into harmony with the rank and file,
and finally secure a perfect rythm of military
step in liea of a hobbling locomotion. *'Tis
circumstances shape our ends, rough-hew them
as wemay.” There are some pictures that our
mind delights to dwell npon, composed, indeed,
of the poorest elements of individnal bistory,
yet constituting volumes in illustration of na-
tional progress. Ouve of these pictures pre-
sents 8 wounded man, supported upon & poor
old horse, by a companion on foot; behind
these an humble womsn on horseback, while
the rear is bronght up by a poor little boy,
siok and in rags, and barely able to walk. It
is & mother returning from the enemy's camp
with her two sons,to her cabin in the wilderness.
The vext presents a solitary boy on foot, with
2 stall bundle, and walking rapidly in the
direotion of the capital of his State. The last
exlibits & young man, of thoughtful counte-
navee, in hisshirt and buckskin trowsers, hold-
ing his moving plough, and seemingly watch-
ing the pale, unproductive soil as it creeps la-
sily from the furrow. What amighty history
was in reserve for these three boys—Andrew
Jackson, Henry Clay and Patrick Henry!—
Their bistory is the history of an empire,
springing from its nucleus upon the Atlantic
slope to the far distaut waters of the Pacific

QOcean.

For more than twenty years, the people of
Tennessce have been familiar with the name
of E. P, McGisry, Esq. First, as Editor of
the Chronicle at Clarksville, and since 1849, as
Editor of the True Whig of this city. As the
conductor of a public journal his record is
publicly made, and his memory must abide the
result. It is a record which his friends will
ever point to with pleasure, and which his po
litical opponents may search in vain for an ex-
pression evincive of bate or malignity. lle
was o partisin editor, and claimed to be no
more. In partisan couflict his voice was al-
ways heard at the head of the oolumm, exci-
ting snd evcouraging bis Jeomrades to press
home the bartle, and until victory perched
upon one standard or thie other, his proud spirit
scorned sleep or inaction for a moment, but
sought recreation in the most arduous labors
of the camp, If required to express the most
copspicious element of bis politieal character
in a single sentenoe, we should say, “valorons
caution.” This it was that enabled him to en-
joy o longer political life, blurred with fewer
corrections, thaa perbaps any other editor
whatever. Newspaper editing was with him
n profession, and to become eminent in it he
caltivated it with all the ardor of bis nature.
Tue most sevsitive of men himself, he not only
felt, but constantly caltivated the most cliris-
tan charity for those who differed with him
ja religion or politics. The sdroitness and
sbility with which he condueted the last can-
vass in this State, Ly far the most exciting
gince that of 1844, placed him beyond all con-
troversy, iu the very front rask of American
editore. It was his last and greatest effurt,
and made under the pressore of physical dis-
ease and soffering that would bave crushed a
svirit Jess endowed with steadiness of purpose
and fixed determination of will. In the hest

of this couflict the brain seemed to be gradu.
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ally absorbing the ¥ of the entire organ-
fsm—to become the
vital foroes. A tubereulosis of the lungs, Which
& year before had brooght him almost to the
grave, beeame stationary, and then retrograded
under the jrou rule of the brain; and a stom-
ach long enfeebled by dyspepsia was goaded
into active digestion by the tyrant bead, that
it might be energized by nutrition for the ac-
complishment of impending labors. At the
elose of the campsign, when too late, the head
songht rest. It no longer worked off the ex-
citemnent it sbsorbed, and its accumulation re-
sulted in deep congestion and coms, under
which he gradually sunk.

Mr. McGisty was born in Montgomery
county, Tenn., on the 14th of September, 1817.
His father was a very poor man, and deter-]
mined, after the birth of his sixth child, to re-
move to Illinois, where he hoped the struggles
for the maintenance of his large family would
meet with a greater reward. A peculiarly
sensitive man, his proud spirit chafed under
accumulating difficulties, which the most man-
ly efforts could neither remove nor palliate.—
Shortly after his removal to Illinois, in a rude
hut, constructed with his own hands, in the
wilderness, he gave back his spint to God.—
The stricken mother and her orphans made
their way back, as best they could, to their
acquaintances in Tennessee. There were three
sons and three daughters. Ounr subject was
then in his eleventh year, and the principal
churge of the family devolving upon him, he
struggled manfally and heroieally in the dis-
charge of his onerous duties, He had enjoy-
ed but poor school advantages prior to this
event, and had not & moment o epare after-
wards in a school-bouse. He loved his mother
and sisters with his whole heart, and conse-
crated his life and energies to their service.—
Two brothers and his devoted mother followed
the father to Heaven, and upon our subject
devolved the necessity of providing for bim-
self and orphan sisters. We challenge the
history of the world for an example of the
magnanimity, heroisn and success of this poor
and friendless boy in e discharge 1i8 s8-

cred duty. Aljem#’g{.nn; only aced,
but was upon themiy while gem destitution
howled fearfilly in the distance. _The great
hearted little orphan placed each of the three
gisters at board and at school, and undertook
with the labor of Lis own hands to defray
their expenses, and succeeded ip accomplish-
ing it, Having great encrgy afid ingenuity,
sharpeved .by necessity, he succeeded in a
printing oflice in Rasselville, Ky., in learning
to set type so rapidly as ahnost from the very
beginning, to earn money enongh to keep his
eisters at school. As his earnings incressed,
the sisters were nfforded higher means of in-
struction. One was in the conntry at school,
oue st Clarksville, and one in the Female Ac-
ademy of this city. The sisters, knowing that
his toils and privations were the price of the
advantages they enjoyed, implored him to take
them from school, and let them labor in com-
mon with him, but in reply, be exhorted them,
if they loved him, to cttend to their stadies,
and in good time their Heavenly Father would
bring sbout a happy reunion.

At about eightesn years of age he purchas-
ed the Chronicle press and immediately com-
menced editing the paper. He was sole com-
positor and pressman, as well as editor. Ina
foew years afterwards, the education of his
sisters being completed, the long hoped for re-
union occurred. The eldest sister having mar-
ried, they all occupied the same bhouse, and &
more happy and intelligent family did npot
exist suywhere. They were all deeply pious
and members of the Methodist Church, and
upon one oceasion their Minister, being on a
visit to them, was strock with the extraordi-
nary bappiness of the family, and remarked to
Mr. MoGinty feelingly, that such a home in
his estimation, was an approximstion to para-
dise. “I have the three graces,” replied Mr.
M., ;_n;)iuting to his slsters.

It is unnecessary to say that so remarkable
& boy must have been the son of a mother
equally remarkable. Two anecdotes of her will
gulficiently iilustrate her character. We en-
quired of her accomplished daaglhiter by what
means Lier mother supported herself and or-
plians, upon her return to Teunessee from Il-
linois: ** By prayer and constant labor,” said
she, “often have I been awakened in the dead
Lour of night by the hum of my mother’s
prayers, the joyfol sccompanyment of her
needle,” The father's eabin in lllivois stood
within sight of the Olio river., One night
efter his death, the little group of widow and
children were suddenly alarmed by the ap-
llrt-ach of a hl-iﬁ}' aud drunken crew of a flat
bost. The ohildren screamed with terror,
but the digunified iratron, proud in ber christian
strength, met themn at the yard fence and said
to them calmly, * 1 am an unvrotected lady
and a christian,” The poor fellows were in-
stantly melted to tears, and on their knees im-

grasping monopolist of its

boyheod, the joint effect of inberited bovor
and virtue, and the early lessons of piety ab-
sorbed from a mother’s lips, always tremulous
with prayer. His devotion to what he hon-
estly conceived to be the best interest of his
country, and the manly zeal and eloguence
with which he defended it, excited our highest
regard and admiration, but it was his private
virtunes which won our whole heart, and made
it & very luxury to Jove him. Never have we
known one so loveable and so beloved in the
home circle. With wife, children, sisters and
sisters-in-law, he was almost an idol.

The first week of his fatal illness was passed
at Lis own residence in the city, while a sister-
in-law was suffering under a fatal illness st

her father’s, two miles in the country. Learn-

ing by accident, how dangerously ill was his re-
lative, ere his nurse could arrest him, he sprang
out of bed, seated Limself in a chair, and
asked for bis boots—*Her father and mother
are exhausted with long watching,” said be,
“and I must go to their assistance.”

While working for the sapport of his mother
and sisters, immediatcly after his return to
Tennessee, he was some twelve wiles distant
from them, but every Saturday evening he
would walk “home™ to spend the holy Sab-
bath in company with them. Often after so
long a w summer, his feet wonld be
blistered and s , and it was a happiness
of his little sisters—remembered yet with joy
—to bathe them until their little hearts were
made to throb with ecstacy, upon his assurance
that they had “made his feet as well as ever.”
We know fall well what trifling elements of
personal history are these viewed from a com-
mon stand-point of the world as such, but they
are far dearer to the heart of the writer than
trophies won in glorions war, though died in
the blood of perrished heroes, or crown of holy
with its “berries red,” for the triumps of
a genius legitimately the offspring of jnspira-
tion. Ah! these call not up in the heart's
high aod boly memory, kindred recollections,
which stir up its fountains from their mighty
depths, till all is peace, and love, and harmony
within. Our friend was born poor, worked
hard, lived hard, and died poor. Bat let no
one suppose that he was conseguently unhap-
py. We are acquinted with a pumber of
very wealthy men, the aggregate of whose
happiness during our acquaintance, would not
equal th& sum of McGixty's for a single week.
Why, he was & philosopher and a christian,
and could not be unhappy. As the former, he
expected but little, and was prepared for any
conceivable reverse, while as the latter he was
full of thanks and praises for what he had.

God had given Lim the best wife that ever
blessed man, and two lovely children, with a
father-in-law whose whole bheart went out to
him, and a mother-in-law, and sisters-in-law,
who felt it a privilege to love him. And there
were still his three sisters spared to him—*"his
sensitive sister, his beantiful sister, and his ae-
complished sister,” as he playfully distinguish-
ed them while they lived together. Oh no,
rich in grace, rich in love, and happy in the
labor that earned the daily bread of himself
and those he loved so well, it were a solecism
in language to say that he was poor. When
grace was darkened by an oceasional cloud he
would sometimes for 8 moment fear he might
outlive his unsefulness, or what of all horrors
to his sensitive mind was the greatest, that he
might eat bread earned by other hands than
his own. God beurd his prayer, and was good
to him, and permitted him, Jhough severely af-
flicted, to earn his support up to the hour of
his fatal attack. And now, spirit of a just
man made perfect, we will see thee no more in
the flesh, and in sickness and pain; and while
we know where thou art, and how hard it is
to reach thee, we are not without hope in the
world that we shall see Lhee face to face, and
rejoice with thee over the redemption brought
into the world by Jesus Christ, snd that this
rejoicing shall be forever and ever.

Sept. 14.—We arrived at Cairo early this morn
ing, and remained some two hours in discharging
freight. It has improved very much since last we
saw it—still there iz room for further improvement
The terminus and completion of the Itiinois Central
Railroad, (a fact which is not generally known,) at
this point, has caused quite a stir among mechauies,
and commotion in the speculative world. The fi-
cilities for re-shipment of freight at this point are
good. Messrs, Fowrer & Nomrrox having the larg
est, new and complete wharf-boat on the Western
waters, are prepared to accommodate the public in
an admirable manner and at reasonable prices, We
spent a few minutes “up in town,” and the most
notsble festure we could see was the immense herd
of cows perambulating the sireets, parks and ave-
nues, each one having a huge bell suspended from
the neck, producing one of the most discordant
sounds that ever fell upon the ears of mortal man.
These bells we learn were introduced originally by
the editor of the Delta for the purpose of forming a |
brass band for serenading, but the project, by con-
sent of the original ameteurs—the frogs—baving
been discontinued, they are now used as a prevent-
ive to the great and prevailing complaint in that
place— Morguitoe bills.

Leaving Csiro for St. Louis early in the day, we
took a seat in the pilot-house and looked at the river
and adjacent country till we were tired—the former
is devoid of beauty while the latter presents but one
low monotonous appearance for many miles. The
river is interspersed with islands, sand bars, suags
and the fossil remains of steamboats; the chaunel
constantly changing, thus rendering navigation dif-
ficult and dangerous, particularly at night. To give
you some little idea of the rapid change in the
chanpel, the following will serve to show—the |
stenmer Genoa left St. Louis, June 26, 1853, loaded :
with government supplies for Fort Pierre. She
arrived at Fort Leavenworth July 2nd—proceeded |
on her way the same day and reached Council Blufls |

on the Tth. At this place she found the river falling |
very fust, and had her first “‘sparring” to do a few
miles ahove Omaba, and as they passed this place a '
few days since, on their way down, they found a
fine crop of grass growing on the same spot they
sparred over going up, the channel having changed |
to the other side of the river during their abseuce. |

Louis, aud at a point where the continuous high
bank or bluffs commence on that side of the river,
and which extend to the city. Many things of in<
terest are to be secn on these bluffs, such as the |
relics of old shot towers, built at an early day, and
placed on the hizbest point of a precipice, iv order |

8t. Genevie, though small, presents a fine appear- |
auce from the river, many of ber colleges and pub-
lic hiouses occupying prominent places, and situated
on high and commanding sites. It is indeed, an
important point—iron, lead, and warble, in large
quanties, are readily obtained, of superior texture
and quality, and shipped to various portions of the
Union.

Cape Girardean also stands deservedly high for |
her numerous colieges and schools, and fine flouring
mills, though not a large place. Selma is a very
important shipping point for a large scope of coun- |
try contiguous thereto.
